“Regeneration” Found Twice
In The New Testament

Matt. 19:28 “So Jesus said to them, Assuredly I say to 
you, that in the regeneration, when the Son of Man 
sits on the throne of His glory, you who have followed 
Me will also sit on twelve thrones, judging the twelve 
tribes of Israel.”

Titus 3:5 “…not by works of righteousness which we 
have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, 
through the washing of regeneration and renewing of 
the Holy Spirit.”



"Regeneration”
“In the regeneration (en tei palingenesiai). The new birth of the world is 

to be fulfilled when Jesus sits on his throne of glory. This word was 
used by the Stoics and the Pythagoreans. It is common also in the 
mystery religions (Angus, Mystery Religions can Christianity, pp. 
95ff). It is in the papyri also. We must put no fantastic ideas into the 
mouth of Jesus. But he did look for the final consummation of his 
kingdom. What is meant by the disciples also sitting on twelve 
thrones is not clear.” (A. T. Robertson, Word Pictures In The New 
Testament, Vol. I, pg. 158)

“Palingenesia is one of the many words that the gospel found and then 
glorified by expanding and lifting it to new heights to express deeper 
truths. Although palingenesia was used before the birth of Christ, it 
could be used to refer to the Christian new birth only after Christ’s 
death. Men could not experience new birth until Christ was born 
(John 1:12), and their regeneration could only follow his generation.” 
(R. C. Trench, Synonyms of the New Testament, pg. 75)



Acts 3:19–21

“Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may 
be blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come 
from the presence of the Lord, and that He may send 
Jesus Christ, who was preached to you before, whom 
heaven must receive until the times of restoration of all 
things, which God has spoken by the mouth of all His 
holy prophets since the world began.”

“All things” must be restored 
before Jesus returns!



“ Restoration”

“Restitution.  The noun apokatastasis (only here in NT) means ‘restoration’ 
(NASB; cf. NIV). It was used in the second century B.C. for the renewal of the 
sanctuary of a goddess and for the repair of a public road. Josephus speaks of 
the ‘restoration’ of the Jews from exile.

“Universalists have seized on ‘the times of restitution of all things’ to bolster 
their claim that all people will ultimately be saved. But it is the ‘restoration of all 
things which God spoke by the mouth of His holy prophets from ancient time’ 
(NASB). The OT indicates clearly that there are two classes of people: those who 
accept God’s offer of redemptive salvation and those who reject it. The latter are 
lost.” (Ralph Earle, Word Meanings in the New Testament, pg. 101).

“For all things to be made new is an expression which occurs only here in the 
New Testament (it translates a noun phrase, the verb form of which is rendered 
give…back in 1.6), and offers the possibility of two different interpretations: (1) it 
may mean that God will bring about all the things that he had spoken through the 
prophets concerning the person of Jesus Christ or (2) it may be a reference to 
God’s promise that he will make a restoration of the entire created order, as he 
had promised through his prophets.” (Newman and Nida, A Translator’s 
Handbook on the Acts of the Apostles, pg. 84, United Bible Society)



God Has Always  Had A Kingdom
Psa. 103:19 “The Lord has established His throne in heaven, 

and His kingdom rules over all.”

1 Chron. 29:11–12 “Yours, O Lord, is the greatness, the 
power and the glory, the victory and the majesty; for all that 
is in heaven and in earth is Yours; Yours is the kingdom, O 
Lord, and You are exalted as head over all. Both riches and 
honor come from You, and You reign over all. In Your hand 
is power and might; in Your hand it is to make great and to 
give strength to all.”

45:3–7 — God promised to give Cyrus, king of Persia, 
great riches, “though you have not known me.”

Dan. 2:37,38 — God gave a kingdom to Nebuchadnezzar.

Dan. 4:17 — “God rules in the kingdoms of men.”

Dan. 4:32 — “the Most High rules in the kingdoms of men.”

Dan. 2:21 — “He removes kings and raises up kings.”



The Consolation Of Israel

3 But his sons 
did not walk in his ways; they turned aside after 
dishonest gain, took bribes, and perverted justice. 
4  Then all the elders of Israel gathered together and 
came to Samuel at Ramah, 5  and said to him, Look, 
you are old, and your sons do not walk in your ways. 
Now make for us a king to judge us like all the 
nations. 6  But the thing displeased Samuel when they 
said, Give us a king to judge us. So Samuel prayed to 
the Lord. 7  And the Lord said to Samuel, Heed the 
voice of the people in all that they say to you; for 
they have not rejected you, but they have rejected 
Me, that I should not reign over them.

A Priest On His Throne

Syllogism #1
1. He is a priest on His throne (Zech. 6:13)
2. He is a priest in heaven (Heb. 4:14)
3. Therefore, His throne is in heaven!

Syllogism #2
1. He could not be a priest if He were on earth (Heb. 8:4)
2. But, He is a priest on His throne (Zech. 6:13)
3. Therefore, His throne cannot be on earth!



Christ On His Throne

“Even he shall build the temple of the Lord; and he shall 
bear the glory, and shall sit and rule upon His throne; and 
he shall be a priest upon his throne; and the counsel of 
peace shall be between them both.” (Zechariah 6:13)

Three things Christ would do on His throne:
1. He would sit on His throne.
2. He would be a priest on His throne.
3. He would rule on His throne.

The argument in syllogism:
1. He would rule on His throne while priest.
2. He is a priest on His throne now (Heb. 8:1)
3. Therefore, He is ruling on His throne now.



At The Right Hand … How Long?

“The Lord said to my Lord, Sit at My right hand, Till I 
make Your enemies Your footstool” (Psalms 110:1)

Has Christ Been Seated At The Right Hand?

“…which He worked in Christ when He raised Him 
from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the 
heavenly places…” (Eph. 1:20)

How Long Is Christ To Sit At The Right Hand?

“For He must reign till He has put all enemies under 
His feet. The last enemy that will be destroyed is 
death” (1 Cor. 15:25–26)



The Throne Of His Glory

“When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy 
angels with Him, then He will sit on the throne of His glory.  
All the nations will be gathered before Him, and He will 
separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his 
sheep from the goats.” (Matthew 25:31–32)

1. When He comes, He will be on the throne of His glory.

2. When He comes, all nations will be gathered before Him.

3. He will separate the sinners from the righteous.

4. This all takes place at His coming.



The Mistake Of The Jews

John 1:11 “He came to His own, and His own 
did not receive Him.”

John 6:15 “Therefore when Jesus perceived 
that they were about to come and take Him 
by force to make Him king, He departed 
again to a mountain by Himself alone.”

1 Sam. 8:7 “And the Lord said to Samuel, Heed the voice of the people 

in all that they say to you; for they have not rejected you, but they 
have rejected Me, that I should not reign over them.”

1 Kings 1:35 “Then you shall come up after him, and he shall come and 
sit on my throne, and he shall be king in my place. For I have 
appointed him to be ruler over Israel and Judah.”

1 Chr. 28:5 “And of all my sons (for the Lord has given me many sons) 
He has chosen my son Solomon to sit on the throne of the 
kingdom of the Lord over Israel.”

Acts 2:30–32 “Therefore, being a prophet, and knowing that God had 
sworn with an oath to him that of the fruit of his body, according to the 
flesh, He would raise up the Christ to sit on his throne, he, 
foreseeing this, spoke concerning the resurrection of the Christ, that 
His soul was not left in Hades, nor did His flesh see corruption.

Acts 2:29–36
29 Men and brethren, let me speak freely to you of the 
patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and his tomb 
is with us to this day. 30 Therefore, being a prophet, and 
knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that of the 
fruit of his body, according to the flesh, He would raise up the 
Christ to sit on his throne, 31 he, foreseeing this, spoke 
concerning the resurrection of the Christ, that His soul was 
not left in Hades, nor did His flesh see corruption. 32 This 
Jesus God has raised up, of which we are all witnesses. 33 
Therefore being exalted to the right hand of God, and having 
received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, He 
poured out this which you now see and hear. 34 For David did 
not ascend into the heavens, but he says himself: The Lord 
said to my Lord, Sit at My right hand, 35 till I make Your 
enemies Your footstool. 36 Therefore let all the house of 
Israel know assuredly that God has made this Jesus, whom 
you crucified, both Lord and Christ.



Amos 9:11–15

11 On that day I will raise up the tabernacle of David, 
which has fallen down, and repair its damages; I will raise 
up its ruins, and rebuild it as in the days of old 12 that they 
may possess the remnant of Edom, and all the Gentiles who 
are called by My name, says the Lord who does this thing. 
13 Behold, the days are coming, says the Lord, When the 
plowman shall overtake the reaper, and the treader of 
grapes him who sows seed; the mountains shall drip with 
sweet wine, and all the hills shall flow with it. 14 I will bring 
back the captives of My people Israel; they shall build the 
waste cities and inhabit them; they shall plant vineyards and 
drink wine from them; They shall also make gardens and eat 
fruit from them. 15 I will plant them in their land, and no 
longer shall they be pulled up from the land I have given 
them, says the Lord your God.



What Is The Tabernacle Of David?
“On that day I will raise up the tabernacle of David” (NKJV)

Textual note: “Lit. booth, A figure of a deposed dynasty.”
Gesenius: “(1) a booth, a cot, … It is once used 

contemptuously of a small ruined house, Am. 9:11” 
(Gesenius’s Hebrew-Chaldee Lexicon, pg. 585)

Keil: “Sukkah, a hut, indicates, by way of contrast to bayith, 
the house or palace which David built for himself upon 
Zion (2 Sam. v.11), a degenerate condition of the royal 
house of David. This is placed beyond all doubt by the 
predicate nopheleth, fallen down. As the stately palace 
supplies a figurative representation of the greatness and 
might of the kingdom, so does the fallen hut, which is full 
of rents and near destruction, symbolize the utter ruin of 
the kingdom. If the family of David no longer dwells in  
palace, but in a miserable fallen hut, its regal sway must 
have come to an end.” (C. F. Keil, Commentary On The 
Old Testament, pgs. 329, 330)



David’s Tabernacle Has Been Rebuilt!
Acts 15:13–19

13 And after they had become silent, James answered, 
saying, Men and brethren, listen to me: 14 Simon has 
declared how God at the first visited the Gentiles to take out 
of them a people for His name. 15 And with this the words of 
the prophets agree, just as it is written: 16 After this I will 
return and will rebuild the tabernacle of David which has 
fallen down. I will rebuild its ruins, and I will set it up, 17 so 
that the rest of mankind may seek the Lord, even all the 
Gentiles who are called by My name, Says the Lord who 
does all these things. 18 Known to God from eternity are all 
His works. 19 Therefore I judge that we should not trouble 
those from among the Gentiles who are turning to God…



The Throne Of David Is In Heaven
“For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given; and the 
government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will 
be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting 
Father, Prince of Peace. Of the increase of His government 
and peace there will be no end, upon the throne of David 
and over His kingdom, to order it and establish it with 
judgment and justice from that time forward, even forever. 
The zeal of the Lord of hosts will perform this.” (Isa. 9:6–7)

“Once have I sworn by my holiness that I will not lie unto 
David. His seed shall endure forever, and his throne as the 
sun before Me. It shall be established forever as the moon, 
and as a faithful witness in heaven.” (Psalms 89:35–37)



David Was Anointed Before Sitting

☛ Not one thing was done in the name of 
David as king till he actually assumed 
the reigns of government

☛ Acts were being performed in the name 
of Christ at Jerusalem when the Holy 
Spirit came (Luke 24:46–49)



The Key Of David

Isa. 22:22 “The key of the house of David I will lay on his 
shoulder; so he shall open, and no one shall shut; and he 
shall shut, and no one shall open.”

Rev. 3:7 “And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write, 
These things says He who is holy, He who is true, He who 
has the key of David, He who opens and no one shuts, and 
shuts and no one opens…”

He 
had a name written that no one knew except Himself. He 
was clothed with a robe dipped in blood, and His name is 
called The Word of God. And the armies in heaven, clothed 
in fine linen, white and clean, followed Him on white 
horses. Now out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that 
with it He should strike the nations. And He Himself will rule 
them with a rod of iron.
