IN THIs Book the Bible passages are quoted from the
King James Authorized Version unless otherwise
noted. When referred to for purposes of comparison,
this version is abbreviated “AV.” The initials “RV”
refer to the American Standard Revised Version.
“Moffatt” is used to designate the modern English
translation by Dr. James Moffatt; “m” or “margin”
indicates the marginal explanatory notes in either the
AV or the RV.



FOREWORD

MosT PEOPLE take the Bible too religiously. It has been
looked upon as a basis for theology, a revelation of a
plan of salvation, a source book for expository ser-
mons, 2 manual for devotional reading, and a collec-
tion of “golden texts” for Sunday-school lessons.

Others have looked upon it in too academic a
fashion, considering it either as a composite of J, E,
D, P, and Q documents, or as a sample of early
seventeenth-century English literature.

Its real appeal today lies in neither of these points
of view. Theology is rapidly waning; documentary
analysis was a temporary crossword puzzle craze
among theological seminary professors; and the “Bible
as literature” idea was mainly a device to retain Bible
study in college curricula where it had originally
been installed for the purpose of saving student souls.

In spite of the fact that the religious and literary
aspects of the Bible seem to be losing their appeal, the
Bible itself continues to be the world’s best seller
simply because no other book even approaches it in
vital human interest.

It is this “human-interest” approach which is em-
phasized in Is That in the Bible? Herein are recog-
nized many matters which have escaped popular
notice because the theologians, who have set them-
selves up as interpreters of the Bible, have concen-

trated attention on certain parts to the neglect of
others.

The majority of the lay public who study the Bible
do so in the Sunday schools, where they study, not
the Bible itself but the “quarterlies” and other lesson-
helps. The uniform international Sunday-school les-
sons are selected by a committee and, since all pupils,
young or old, study the same lesson on a given Sun-
day, there can be nothing chosen which children
should not read or could not understand. The
“proper” passages, which are moral and orthodox or
can be made to seem so, are soon exhausted, and then
the cycle starts all over again.

David and Goliath, the Crossing of the Red Sea,
the Feeding of the Five Thousand, and the Healing
of the Man Born Blind come around again and again.
But there are interesting sections of the Bible which
have never yet been given as a Sunday-school lesson
and of which, therefore, many are unaware. Thus
has standardization mutilated the Bible for us.

This present book is intended for those who are
more interested in human life than in divine the-
ology, and who appreciate an amusing situation or a
touch of human nature, even if it is in the Bible.

And the Bible is the richest collection of human
“case histories” and observations on life that was
ever bound between two covers. It is full of drama
and melodrama, of blood and thunder, of intrigue
and hate, of greed and hot lust. It throbs with life,
bizarre and beautiful, sublime and ridiculous.

When one first reads the Old Testament in the
Hebrew, he is astonished at its roughness, its saltiness,
and its Rabelaisian humor, which is so successfully
concealed, for the most part, in the English versions.
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There has not yet appeared an unexpurgated ver-
sion of the Bible in English.

The Bible, to be appreciated, must be taken un-
adulterated and undiluted by theology. Most books
about it are as tiresome as the Bible itself is interest-
ing. They are tiresome because they are written to
prove some dogma or doctrine. Once it may have
seemed important whether there were two Isaiahs or
three. Now few people care if there were thirteen.

This book in hand does not attempt to prove any-
thing. Theology has been purposely left out, both the
fundamentalistic plan-of-salvation type and the
hypercritical modernistic variety.

We need to find a fresh way of stating Bible epi-
sodes whose meaning has been blurred by much
quotation, to rescue the Old Book from the contempt
bred by familiarity, and to rediscover to the young
people of today the great volume, of which they are
often so woefully ignorant.

Centuries ago the Bible was unknown by the com-
mon people because it was written in Latin and kept
chained in monastic libraries.

When it was translated into the vernacular and dis-
tributed broadcast to the people, it became a part of
their life. They read it eagerly, all of it, and rejoiced
~ to discover the rich human stuff therein. They named
their children after its heroes and heroines, and
colored their daily conversation with its phrases.

Today many avoid the Bible because they as-
sociate it with a religion with which they do not
agree. They think of it as a book for pious and fanatic
religionists.

Once again the time has come to insist that the
church has no right to monopolize the Bible. It is
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too great a book to be kept in theological chains. It
is so0 universal in its appeal that it holds great interest
even for those who do not consider themselves reli-
gious and who may never go near a church.

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BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE

Charles Francis Potter has been collecting material
for this book all his life, unwittingly for a long
period, and purposively for over six years.

He treasures a little book which he received be-
fore the age of three for faithful attendance and
memorizing of “Golden Texts” at Sunday school. At
five he was given a Bible of his own, and proceeded
to read it avidly. By the end of his sixth year he was
well acquainted with the book, for he had read the
entire New Testament aloud to his mother, a chapter
a day, with her patient explanation of difficult pas-
sages. By the age of fourteen he had passed through
all the classes in the Sunday school and was teaching
a class of twelve ten-year-old boys. At seventeen he
was licensed to preach and has preached nearly every
Sunday since, all through college and theological
seminary, eleven years as a Baptist, fifteen as a
Unitarian, and four as 2 Humanist.

He studied Greek ten years that he might read the
New Testament in the original, and Hebrew that he
might understand the Old. He defeated Dr. John
Roach Straton in a memorable debate on the in-
fallibility of the Bible and was of great assistance as
Bible expert for the defense at the famous Scopes
Trial in Dayton, Tennessee.

Of recent years he has found much light on ob-
scure Bible passages by studying comparative reli-
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gion, and his book on the subject, entitled, T'he Story
of Religion, has sold over 40,000 copies and has been
translated into several foreign languages.

Dr. Potter founded the First Humanist Society of
New York, Inc., in 1929, of which he is still the
leader, writes many magazine articles, and is well
known throughout the country as a lecturer.

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS ABOUT BEASTS,
BIRDS, AND INSECTS

I

Job 39:9-12.—“Will the unicorn be willing to
serve thee, or abide by thy crib? Canst thou bind the
unicorn with his band in the furrow? or will he har-
row the valleys after thee? Wilt thou trust him, be-
cause his strength is great? or wilt thou leave thy
labour to him? Wilt thou believe him, that he will
bring home thy seed, and gather it into thy barn?”
Instead of unicorn, the RV gives “wild ox.” There is
considerable uncertainty as to the animal meant by
the Hebrew word “rem.” Some take it to have been
an antelope. It appears most likely to have been the
now extinct aurochs (Bos primigenius) which was
once plentiful in Europe and Asia. It was large,
strong, and had long powerful horns. The AV trans-
lators used “unicorn” possibly because the Septuagint
translation had “monokeros,” the Greek equivalent.
They should have known better, for Deuteronomy
33:17 mentions “the horns of a rem,” and, of course,
a unicorn can have but one horn. Consequently the
AV translators solved the difficulty by translating it
“the horns of unicorns.” But they put in the margin,
“an unicorn.” Evidently belief in the fabulous uni-
corn persisted as late as the time of King James.
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2

Job 41:18.—"By his [the crocodile’s] neesings a
light doth shine, and his eyes are like the eyelids of
the morning.” The RV has, “His sneezings flash forth
light, . . .” The word “neesing” is the original form
of the word “sneezing,” and is used to translate the
very appropriate Hebrew word, “atishah.”

3

The two kings of the Amorites, Joshua 24:12.—
“And I sent the hornet before you, which drave them
out from before you, even the two kings of the
Amorites; . . . These two kings were Sihon and
Og, and their defeat is set forth in Numbers 21:21~
35, but there is no mention of hornets in that passage.
But the Lord had promised to send hornets to drive
out their enemies, for which see Exodus 23:28 and
Deuteronomy 7:20.

4

Zephaniah, Zephaniah 2:14, RV.—". . . both the
pelican and the porcupine shall lodge in the capitals
thereof; their voice shall sing in the windows; . . .”
AV has cormorant and bittern.

5

First Kings 10:22.—"For the king [Solomon] had
at sea a navy of Tharshish with the navy of Hiram:
once in three years came the navy of Tharshish,
bringing gold, and silver, ivory, and apes, and pea-
cocks.”

Second Chronicles g:21 repeats First Kings 10:22.
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Job 39:13.— " Gavest thou the goodly wings unto
the peacocks? or wings and feathers unto the ostrich?”
The RV differs greatly: “The wings of the ostrich
wave proudly; but are they the pinions and plumage

of love?”

The Philistines, First Samuel 6:1-18, especially
verses 4—5.— “Then said they, What shall be the tres-
pass offering which we shall return to him? They an-
swered, Five golden emerods and five golden mice,
according to the number of the lords of the Philis-
tines: for one plague was on you all, and on your
lords.

“speckled,” but the AV margin has “bay.”

The RV in these passages
usually has “basilisk.” Cockatrice and basilisk are
both names for a fabulous serpent.

were crowns of gold, and their faces were as the faces
of men. And they had hair as the hair of women, and
their teeth were as the teeth of lions. . . . And they
had tails like unto scorpions, and there were stings in

The “preacher” author of Ecclesiastes, popularly
interpreted as Solomon, because Ecclesiastes 1:1
reads: “The words of the Preacher, the son of David,
king in Jerusalem.” Ecclesiastes 9:4: “For to him that
is joined to all the living there is hope: for a living
dog is better than a dead lion.”

Leviticus 11:30, among the “unclean creeping
things” which might not be eaten: “And the ferret,
and the chameleon, and the lizard, and the snail, and
the mole.”

At the time of the last “plague” of the Egyptians,
the plague of the death of the firstborn, Exodus 11:7.

And when he had set the brands
on fire, he let them go into the standing corn of the
Philistines, and burnt up both the shocks, and also the
standing corn, with the vineyards and olives.”

Probably a kind of antelope. It is listed among the
edible animals in Deuteronomy 14:4—5.— “These are
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the beasts which ye shall eat: the ox, the sheep, and
the goat, the hart, and the roebuck, and the fallow
deer, and the wild goat, and the pygarg, and the wild
ox, and the chamois.” The margin of both the AV
and the RV gives “bison” for pygarg, and notes that
the Hebrew word is “dishon.”

The Hebrew
word “dishon” is interpreted by scholars to mean a
species of gazelle.

Israel, Genesis 43:11, RVm.—“And their father
Israel said to them, ... carry down the man a
present, a little balm, and a little honey, spicery and
myrrh, nuts, and almonds;” The margin gives “pis-
tachio nuts” which is the correct translation of the
Hebrew word used.

2

Saul, First Samuel 28. The whole chapter is the
story of Saul’s remarkable interview with the Witch
of Endor, and ends with: “And the woman had a fat
calf in the house; and she hasted, and killed it, and
took flour, and kneaded it, and did bake unleavened
bread thereof: And she brought it before Saul, and
before his servants; and they did eat. . . .”

3

Adoni-bezek, Judges 1:7.—“And Adoni-bezek
said, Threescore and ten kings . . . gathered their
meat under my table. . . .”

4

Paul, First Timothy §:23.—. . . use a little wine
for thy stomach’s sake and thine often infirmities.”
But “stomacher” is used in Isaiah 3:24, and “belly”
many times.
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5

First Kings 14:3.—“And take with thee ten loaves,
and cracknels, and a cruse of honey, and go to him:
2% RV has “eakes?

6

Numbers 11:5.—". . . and the melons, and the
leeks, and the onions, and the garlick:”

7

Abraham, Genesis 18:6—-8.—“And Abraham has-
tened into the tent unto Sarah, and said, Make ready
quickly three measures of fine meal, knead it, and
make cakes upon the hearth. And Abraham ran unto
the herd, and fetcht a calf tender and good, and gave
it unto a young man; and he hasted to dress it. And
he took butter, and milk, and the calf which he had
dressed, and set it before them; and he stood by them
under the tree, and they did eat.”

The “them” refers to three strangers of verse 2.

8

A woman of Samaria, Second Kings 6:29.—“So we
boiled my son and did eat him: . . .” See also Lamen-
tations 4:10.— “The hands of the pitiful women have
sodden their own children: they were their meat
. . .” The word “sodden” is the past participle of
the verb “seethe,” meaning to boil.

9

Because they had tired of manna and had wept
for meat. Numbers 11:18—20.—". . . for ye have
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wept in the ears of the Lord, saying, Who shall give
us flesh to eat? for it was well with us in Egypt:
therefore the Lord will give you flesh, and ye shall
eat. Ye shall not eat one day, nor. two days, nor five
days, neither ten days, nor twenty days; But even a
whole month, until it come out at your nostrils, and
it be loathsome unto you: . . .”

10

Ahimelech, First Samuel 21:6—So the priest
[Ahimelech, see verse 1] gave him hallowed bread:
for there was no bread there but the shewbread, that
was taken from before the Lord, to put hot bread in
the day when it was taken away.”

The meaning is clearer in Moffatt’s translation: “So
the priest gave him consecrated bread, for the only
bread there was Presence-bread which had been re-
moved from the presence of the Eternal to let hot
bread be placed there the same day.”

II

Abigail, First Samuel 25:18.—“Then Abigail made
haste, and took two hundred loaves, and two bottles
of wine, and five sheep ready dressed, and five meas-
ures of parched corn, and an hundred clusters of
raisins, and two hundred cakes of figs, and laid them
on asses.” She took them to David. (The intervening
verses of the King James Authorized Version cannot
be printed here without risking trouble with the
postal authorities.) He accepted the raisins and other
gifts, for verse 3§ states, “S0 David received of her
hand that which she had brought him, and said unto
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her, Go up in peace to thine house; see, I have
hearkened to thy voice, and have accepted thy per-
son.” As for accepting her person as well as her
present, he did that by making her his wife a few
days later, for in the interval (verse 38) “the Lord
smote Nabal, that he died.” There was the problem,
also, of David’s wife, Michal, but the narrator states
(verse 44) that Saul had already given Michal his
daughter, David’s wife, to another man, And mean-
while the impressionable David had taken to wife
(verse 43) still another damsel, “Ahinoam.”

T2

Song of Solomon 2:5.—“Stay me with flagons,
comfort me with apples: for I am sick of love” is the
AV and more familiar translation, but the RV has:
“Stay ye me with raisins, refresh me with apples;
for I am sick from love.” If raisins were supposed to
be a cure for the love-sick, they apparently did not
work very well in David’s case.

I3
The Israelites, Hosea 3:1, RV.—“And Jehovah said

unto me, Go again, love 2 woman beloved of her
friend, and an adulteress, even as Jehovah loveth the
Children of Israel, though they turn unto other gods,
and love cakes of raisins.”

14

Job, Job 6:6.—Can that which is unsavoury be
eaten without salt? or is there any taste in the white
of an egg?”

Elijah, First Kings 19:7-8.—“And the angel of the
Lord came again the second time, and touched him,
and said, Arise and eat; because the journey is too
great for thee. And he arose, and did eat and drink,
and went in the strength of that meat forty days
and forty nights unto Horeb the mount of God.”

Some of the sons of the priests, First Chronicles
9:30.—"“And some of the sons of the priests pre-
pared the confection of the spices.”

Elisha, First Kings 19:21.—“And he [Elisha] re-
turned back from him, [Elijah] and took a yoke of
oxen, and slew them, and boiled their flesh with the
instruments of the oxen, and gave unto the people,
and they did eat. . . .” Evidently by “instruments”
is meant the yokes which he used as fuel.

18

Solomon, if he wrote the Song of Solomon 6:11.—
“I went down into the garden of nuts to see the
fruits of the valley, . . .” The Hebrew word used
here means “walnuts.”

19
Jehoiachin, Jeremiah §2:34.—“And for his diet,

there was a continual diet given him of the king of
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Babylon, every day a portion until the day of his
death, all the days of his life.”

20

Obadiah, First Kings 18:4.—“For it was so, when
Jezebel cut off the prophets of the Lord, that
Obadiah took an hundred prophets, and hid them by
fifty in a cave, and fed them with bread and water.”

21

The Widow of Zarephath, First Kings 17:10-12.
—*So he [Elijah] arose and went to Zarephath. And
when he came to the gate of the city, behold, the
widow woman was there gathering of sticks: and he
called to her, and said, Fetch me, I pray thee, a little
water in a vessel, that I may drink. And as she was
going to fetch it, he called to her, and said, Bring me,
I pray thee, a morsel of bread in thine hand. And she
said, As the Lord thy God liveth, I have not a cake,
but an handful of meal in a barrel, and a little oil in
a cruse: and, behold, I am gathering two sticks, that
I may go in and dress it for me and my son, that we
may eat it, and die.”

Daniel 1:11-16.—Then said Daniel to Melzar,
whom the prince of the eunuchs had set over Daniel,
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Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah, Prove thy servants,
I beseech thee, ten days; and let them give us pulse to
eat, and water to drink. Then let our countenances
be looked upon before thee, and the countenance of
the children that eat the portion of the king’s meat:
and as thou seest, deal with thy servants . . . And
at the end of ten days their countenances appeared
fairer and fatter in flesh than all the children which
did eat the portion of the king’s meat. Thus Melzar
took away the portion of their meat, and the wine
that they should drink; and gave them pulse.” Moffatt
translates “pulse” as “vegetables.”

Jesus, Mark 11:12-14.—"And on the morrow,
when they were come from Bethany, he [Jesus] was
hungry: And seeing a fig tree afar off having leaves,
he came, if haply he might find any thing thereon:
and when he came to it, he found nothing but leaves;

And Jesus answered
and said unto it, No man eat fruit of thee hereafter
forever. And his disciples heard it.” Matthew adds
(Matthew 21:19): “And presently the fig tree
withered away.”

The Israelites, Numbers 11:32~33.—“And the peo-
ple . . . gathered the quails: . . . And while the
flesh was yet between their teeth, ere it was chewed,
the wrath of the Lord was kindled against the peo-
ple, and the Lord smote the people with a very great

Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael
of Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two
other of his disciples. . . .

The Hebrews were permitted to eat only those
cud-chewing animals which were also cloven-hoofed.
Leviticus 11:4.—". . . the camel, because he
cheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is
unclean unto you.”

The eating of pork was prohibited because (Le-
viticus 11:7) . . . the swine, though he divide the
hoof, . . . yet he cheweth not the cud; . . .” This
is probably a late explanation of an ancient taboo,
as was probably the case with the camel also.
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43

The fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and
evil, Genesis 2:17; 3:4, 6.—"But of the tree of the
knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it:
for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt
surely die. . . . And the serpent said unto the
woman, Ye shall not surely die: . . . And when the
woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that
it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to
make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did
eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he
did eat.” This fruit has popularly been interpreted as
apples, but there is a clew in verse 7 that it may have
been figs, for immediately that they ate, their eyes
were opened; they became conscious of their naked-
ness, and made themselves aprons of fig-leaves.

In these passages there are four words which indi-
cate phallic worship to any student of the history of
religion, namely, obelisks, sacred poles, temple-prosti-
tutes, and Astarte.

The prophetess Jezebel of Thyatira, Revelation
2:18—20.—"And unto the angel of the church
in Thyatira write; . . . Notwithstanding I have a
few things against thee, because thou sufferest that
woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a prophetess, to
teach and to seduce my servants to commit fornica-
tion, and to eat things sacrificed to idols.” It is pos-
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sible that the woman’s real name was not Jezebel and
that the writer called her that name because of the
similarity of her character to that of the wife of
Ahab. See First Kings 21:25 and Second Kings 9:22.

6

Jerusalem personified, Ezekiel 16:17.— “Thou hast
also taken thy fair jewels of my gold and of my
silver, which I had given thee, and madest to thyself
images of men, and didst commit whoredom with
them.”

7

Jezebel, Second Kings 9:30—33.—“And when Jehu
was come to Jezreel, Jezebel heard of it; and she
painted her face, and tired her head, and looked out
at 2 window. . . . And he lifted up his face to the
window, and said, Who is on my side? who? And
there looked out to him two or three eunuchs. . .
And he said, Throw her down. So they threw bed
down: . . . and he trode her under foot.”

So they
spread Absalom a tent upon the top of the house;
and Absalom went in unto his father concubines in
the sight of all Israel. And the counsel of Ahithophel,
which he counselled in those days, was as if a man had
enquired at the oracle of God: . . .”

This exhibition had a political significance, as the
context shows. The son or would-be successor of the
king strengthened his claim to succession if he was
the first to take over the king’s harem, or the favorite
wife or concubine. Solomon put Adonijah to death
simply because the latter asked for Abishag, David’s
beautiful concubine, for Solomon feared it was a
trick to enable Adonijah to succeed the recently de-
ceased David. See First Kings 2:10—25.

29
Hosea, to illustrate a sermon, Hosea 1:2—3.—

And the Lord said unto Hosea, Go, take unto thee a
wife of whoredoms and children of whoredoms: for
the land hath committed great whoredom, departing
from the Lord. So he went and took Gomer the
daughter of Diblaim; which conceived, and bare
him a son.”

Tamar, Rahab, Ruth, and Bathsheba, Matthew
1:3—6.—"and Judah begat Perez and Zerah of
Tamar, . . . and Salmon begat Boaz of Rahab;
and Boaz begat Obed of Ruth, ... And David
begat Solomon of her that had been the wife of
Urian;” These statements are in the RV account of
the genealogy of Jesus.

Tamar gave birth to Perez (through whom the
line to Jesus is traced) and to his twin brother Zerah
as a direct result of a very irregular sex-affair with
Jacob, her father-in-law, described at length in the
38th chapter of Genesis.

Rahab was well known as Rahab the harlot, and is
mentioned as a harlot in Joshua 2:1; 6:25, Hebrews
11:31, and James 2:25.

Ruth’s misconduct is not apparent to the casual
reader of the Authorized Version of the Bible, for it
is well covered by euphemistic phrases. Moffatt is
somewhat more frank and translates Ruth 3:7 as
follows: “When Boaz had eaten and drunk, and had
a merry time, he went to lie down at the end of the
grain heap. Then she [Ruth] crept in noiselessly, un-
covered his waist, and lay down there.” And if Ruth
was entirely virtuous, why did the compiler of the
genealogy include her with Tamar, Rahab, and Bath-
sheba, and omit the virtuous wives of the thirty-
three other ancestors of Jesus?
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Bathsheba’s affair with David, Second Samuel

11:2—5, is so well known as to require no emphasis
here.

Allen, in his commentary on Matthew (Interna-
tional Critical Commentary), gives an interesting
pious explanation of the inclusion of these women
in the genealogy of Jesus, as follows: “These names
are probably introduced as those of women, in whose
case circumstances were overruled by the divine
providence which, as it might have seemed, should

have excluded them from a place in the ancestral line
of the Messiah.”

42

The caper-berry, Ecclesiastes 12:5 RVm.—*. . .
and the almond-tree shall blossom, and the grass-
hopper shall be a burden, and desire shall fail: because
man goeth to his everlasting home, . . .” The mar-
gin has “caper-berry” instead of “desire.” Barton, in
his commentary on Ecclesiastes, translates the phrase:
“The caper-berry is made ineffectual,” and states
further, “The caper-berry was a plant used to excite
sexual appetite. There can be little doubt that the
Hebrew word here used refers to it, since it is the
singular of the word which designates the same prod-
uct in the Talmud.”

The whole chapter is a graphic picture of the fail-
ing powers of old age.

The Septuagint version has “kapparis,” and the
plant has been identified botanically as capparis
spinosa.

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS PERTAINING

Some translators prefer “fillets” to “pillows” and
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“armholes” to “elbows.” Frazer, in Folk-lore in the
Old Testament, Volume 2, page s11, comments on
this passage as follows: “The nefarious practices of
these women, which the prophet denounces, appar-
ently consisted in attempts to catch stray souls in
fillets and cloths, and so to kill some people by keep-
ing their souls in durance vile, and to save the lives
of others, probably of sick people, by capturing their
vagabond souls and restoring them to their bodies.
Similar devices have been and still are adopted for
the same purpose by sorcerers and witches in many
parts of the world.”* Frazer then gives numerous in-
teresting examples.

But Ben-hadad was drinking himself
drunk in the pavilions, he and the kings, the thirty
and two kings that helped him.”

17
Judges 9:13.—“And the vine said unto them,

Should I leave my wine, which cheereth God and
man, and go to be promoted over the trees?”

18

The Israelites, Amos 6:6.— That drink wine in
bowls, and anoint themselves with the chief oint-
ments: . . .”

19

David, First Chronicles 27:27.—". . . over the
increase of the vineyards for the wine cellars was

Zabdi the Shiphmite: . . .”

20

The Lord, Isaiah 27:2—-3.—“In that day sing ye
unto her, A vineyard of red wine. I the Lord do keep
it; I will water it every moment: lest any hurt it,
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I will keep it night and day.” Evidently the vineyard
symbolizes the Lord’s people.

At the Cana wedding, John 2:1-11.—"And the
third day there was a marriage in Cana of Galilee;
. . . And both Jesus was called, and his disciples, to
the marriage. . . . And there were set there six
waterpots of stone, . . . containing two or three
firkins apiece. Jesus saith unto them, Fill the water-
pots with water. And they filled them up to the
brim. And he saith unto them, Draw out now, and
bear unto the governor of the feast. And they bare it.
When the ruler of the feast had tasted the water that
was made wine, . . . the governor of the feast called
the bridegroom, And saith unto him, Every man at
the beginning doth set forth good wine; and when
men have well drunk, then that which is worse: but
thou hast kept the good wine until now.”

A “firkin” contained a little over 8 gallons. The
waterpots, reckoning an average of 214 firkins,
would hold 20 gallons each, making a total of 120
gallons, which was plenty for a wedding party,
especially as they had confessedly well drunk already.

22

Isaiah 28:7.—. . . the priest and the prophet
have erred through strong drink, they are swallowed
up of wine, they are out of the way through strong
drink; they err in vision, they stumble in judgment.”
They must have been really quite drunk, for verse 8
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continues, “For all tables are full of vomit and filthi-
ness, so that there is no place clean.”

Noah, Genesis 9:20—21.—"“And Noah began to be
an husbandman, and he planted a vineyard: And he
drank of the wine, and was drunken; and he was un-
covered within his tent.”

24

Proverbs 23:32.—“At the last it [wine] biteth
like a serpent, and stingeth like an adder.”

Joel 3:3.—"And they have cast lots for my people;

and have given a boy for an harlot, and sold a girl
for wine, that they might drink.”

There are eleven different Hebrew words trans-
lated “wine” in the Old Testament, and two Greek
words in the New. The Hebrew words are, asis,
chamar, chemer, enab, mimsak, shekar, shemar, sobe,
tirosh, yayin, and yegeb. The Greek words are glen-
kos and oinos. The commonest word for wine was
yayin, which occurs 133 times.

27

David, First Chronicles 16:2-3.—“And when
David had made an end of offering the burnt offer-
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ings and the peace offerings, he blessed the people in
the name of the Lord. And he dealt to every one of
Israel, both man and woman, to every one a loaf of
bread, and a good piece of flesh, and a flagon of
wine.”

She put her hand to the nail, and her right hand
to the workmen’s hammer; and with the hammer she
smote Sisera, she smote off his head, when she had
pierced and stricken through the temples.”

Abimelech, Judges 9:5.—“And he [Abimelech]
went unto his father’s house at Ophrah, and slew his
brethren the sons of Jerubbaal, being threescore and
ten persons, Upon one stone: . . .-

Eglon, king of Moab, Judges 3:14—26.—"So the
children of Israel served Eglon the king of Moab
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eighteen years. But . . . the Lord raised them up a
deliverer, Ehud the son of Gera, . . . But Ehud made
him a dagger which had two edges, of a cubit length;
and he did gird it under his raiment upon his right
thigh. And he brought the present unto Eglon king
of Moab: and Eglon was a very fat man. . . . And
FEhud said, I have a message from God unto thee. . . .
And Ehud put forth his left hand, and took the dag-
ger from his right thigh, and thrust it into his belly:
And the haft also went in after the blade; . . . And
Ehud escaped . . . unto Seirath.”

4

Jephthah’s daughter, Judges 11:39—40.—" ... And
it was a custom in Israel, That the daughters of Israel
went yearly to lament the daughter of Jephthah the
Gileadite four days in a year.”

5

Samson’s, Judges 16:31.— " “Then his [Samson’s]
brethren and all the house of his father came down,
and took him, and brought him up, and buried him
between Zorah and Eshtaol in the burying place of
Manoah his father. . . .”

6

Adam, Genesis 5:5.— “And all the days that Adam
lived were nine hundred and thirty years: and he

died.”
7

Abel, Genesis 4:8.—“And Cain . .. rose up
against Abel his brother, and slew him.”
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8

At Mamre (Hebron) in Canaan, Genesis 23:17—
20.—"And the field of Ephron, which was in Mach-
pelah, which was before Mamre, the field, and the
cave which was therein, . . . were made sure unto
Abraham for a possession of a buryingplace by the
sons of Heth.” Verse 19: . . . Mamre: the same is
Hebron in the land of Canaan.”

9

It was called both “the potter’s field” and ““Acel-
dama,” which means “the field of blood.” The former
name is used in Matthew and the latter in Acts. In
Matthew 27 it is stated that Judas, repentant, re-
turned to the priests the thirty pieces of silver which
they had paid him to betray Jesus. Verse 7 states:
“And they took counsel, and bought with them the
potter’s field, to bury strangers in.”” Evidently it was
a plot of ground near Jerusalem owned by a potter,
but Matthew, with his usual passion for connecting
current events with ancient prophecies, must needs
bring in (verse 9) 4 quotation from “Jeremy the
prophet,” which really comes from Zechariah 11:
12—13, and obviously has no reference to the case in
hand.

The other name for the cemetery for strangers,
“Aceldama,” is stated in Acts 1:18—19 to have de-
rived from the fact that after Judas bought the field
“with the reward of iniquity,” he fell headlong,
“burst asunder in the midst, and all his bowels gushed

out.” So it was called “the field of blood.” But there
is good manuscript authority for ‘“Aceldamach,”
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which would mean, “the field of sleep,” which was
probably the real name of the cemetery. It would
therefore be easy for anyone desiring to connect the
cemetery with the Judas story to drop the final “ch.”

The man with the unclean spirit, Mark §:2-3.—
“And when he [ Jesus] was come out of the ship, im-

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against his own life. . . . And king Solomon sent by
the hand of Benaiah the son of Jehoiada; and he fell
upon him that he died.”

Asa, Second Chronicles 16:13-14—"And Asa
slept with his fathers, . . . And they buried him in
his own sepulchres, which he had made for himself in
the city of David, and laid him in the bed which was
flled with sweet odours and divers kinds of spices
prepared by the apothecaries’ art: and they made a
very great burning for him.”

Ezekiel, Ezekiel 37:1-14.—“The hand of the Lord

was upon me, . . . and set me down in the midst of
the valley which was full of bones, . . . and, be-
hold, there were very many in the open valley; and,
lo, they were very dry.

But
Jehosheba, the daughter of King Joram, sister of
Ahaziah, took Joash [margin gives “Jehoash™] the son
of Ahaziah, and stole him from among the king’s
sons which were slain; and they hid him, even him
and his nurse, in the bedchamber from Athaliah, so
that he was not slain. And he was with her hid in the
house of the Lord six years. And Athaliah did reign
over the land.” The priest Jehoiada instigated a rebel-
lion and put the boy on the throne, and (verse 21)
“Seven years old was Jehoash when he began to
reign.”

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brother, and conceal his blood? Come, and let us sell
him to the Ishmeelites, and let not our hand be upon
him; for he is our brother and our flesh. And his
brethren were content. Then there passed by Midi-
anites merchantmen; and they drew and lifted up
Joseph out of the pit, and sold Joseph to the Ishmeel-
ites for twenty pieces of silver: and they brought
Joseph into Egypt.”

Perhaps mocking peculiar old men should
be included (Second Kings 2:23—24), for it has al-
ways amused children.

The latter
had rebelled at Moses’ leadership. Numbers 16:27—
34, Moffatt’s translation.—". . . and when Dathan
and Abiram, with their wives and little children,
came out and stood at the entrance to their tents,
Moses told the people to withdraw from the tents of
these evil men and to touch nothing that belonged
to them; ‘lest,” he said, ‘you are swept to ruin along
with their sins.” Moses added, ‘This will convince
you that the Eternal has sent me to act, and that I
am not acting on my own impulse: if these men die
an ordinary death and suffer as all men suffer, then
the Eternal has not sent me; but if the Eternal does
something new, if the ground yawns and swallows
up them and theirs, and they go down alive to the
grave, then you may be sure that these men have de-
spised the Eternal.” He had just finished speaking
when the ground split under their feet; the earth did
yawn and swallow up them and their households. So
they and all theirs went down alive to the grave, the
earth closed over them, and they vanished from the

community. Then all the Israclites around fled at their
shrieks, thinking the earth might swallow them also.”

Mephibosheth, Second Samuel 4:4.—“And Jona-
than, Saul’s son, had a son that was lame of his feet.
He was five years old when the tidings came of Saul
and Jonathan out of Jezreel, and his nurse took him
up, and fled: and it came to pass, as she made haste to
flee, that he fell, and became lame. And his name was

Mephibosheth.”

Jehoiachin, Second Chronicles 36:9.—*Jehoiachin
was eight years old when he began to reign, and he
reigned three months and ten days in Jerusalem: and
he did that which was evil in the sight of the Lord.”

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS ON MARRIAGE
MATTERS

I

This question has troubled every Bible reader, for
the only woman previously mentioned was Cain’s
own mother, Eve, and Genesis 4:16—17 states only:
“And Cain went out from the presence of the Lord,
and dwelt in the land of Nod, on the east of Eden.
And Cain knew his wife; and she conceived, and bare
Enoch: and he builded a city, and called the name
of the city, after the name of his son, Enoch.”

There are other difficulties in these early stories,
such as where the people came from to inhabit the
city which Cain built, and what girl Cain’s younger
brother Seth married, for Genesis 4:26 states: “And
to Seth, to him also there was born a son;” But the
question of Cain’s wife particularly has always ex-
cited great interest in Christian Sunday schools.

The Hebrews, however, answered the question to
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their own satisfaction long before there were any
Christians. They took their cue from Genesis §:4,
which states: “And the days of Adam after he had
begotten Seth were eight hundred years: and he begat
sons and daughters:”

There is a book, which should have been included
in the Apocrypha, called The Book of Jubilees. It is
a midrash, or commentary, on Genesis and the first
14 chapters of Exodus, and was written by a Pharisee,
probably between 109 and 106 B.C. It retells the early
Bible story by arranging it in “jubilees” of 49 years,
each divided into seven weeks of seven years, and
fills in some of the gaps, including the question about
the wives of Cain and Seth—Book of Jubilees 4:1,
8—11: “And in the third week in the second jubilee
she [Eve] gave birth to Cain, and in the fourth she
gave birth to Abel, and in the fifth she gave birth to
her daughter Awan. . . . And in the sixth week he
[Adam] begat his daughter Azura. And Cain took
Awan his sister to be his wife and she bare him Enoch
at the close of the fourth jubilee. And in the first
year of the first week of the fifth jubilee, houses were
built on the earth, and Cain built a city, and called
its name after the name of his son Enoch. And Adam
knew Eve his wife and she bare yet nine sons. And in
the fifth week of the fifth jubilee Seth took Azura
his sister to be his wife, and in the fourth (year of
the sixth week) she bare him Enos.”

There really seems to be no other possible answer,
if the story is to be taken literally. The incest may
shock our modern morality-consciousness, but mar-
riages between brothers and sisters were common in
Egyptian royal families as late as the time of Akhena-
ten (1388-1358 B.C.)

Samson, Judges 14:1, 2, 10~13, RV.—"“And Sam-
son . . . told his father and mother, and said, I
have seen a woman in Timnah of the daughters of
the Philistines: now therefore get her for me to
“wife. . . . And his father went down unto the
woman: and Samson made there a feast; for so used
the young men to do. And it came to pass, when
they saw him, that they brought thirty companions
to be with him. And Samson said unto them, Let me
now put forth a riddle unto you: if ye can declare
it unto me within the seven days of the feast, and
find it out, then I will give you thirty linen gar-
ments and thirty changes of raiment; but if ye can-
not declare it unto me, then shall ye give me thirty
linen garments and thirty changes of raiment. . . .”

Ezekiel 16:8—14, Moffatt’s translation.—*“Then, as
I passed, I saw you were ripe for love; so I spread my
robe over you, to cover your nakedness, and pledged
myself to you in marriage, making a compact with
you—says the Lord the Eternal. Thus did you be-
come my own. I bathed you in water, T washed all
the blood off you, and anointed you with oil; I
decked you with embroidered robes, I shod you with
Egyptian leather, I swathed you in fine linen, I
clothed you in silk; T adorned you with finery, brace-
lets on your arms, a necklace round your throat, a
ring on your nose, ear-rings in your ears, and a lovely
crown upon your head. You were adorned with sil-
ver and gold, robed in fine linen and silk and em-
broidered robes; your food was fine flour, honey, and
oil. You blossomed into a great beauty, . . .”

The bride was Jerusalem personified.

5

Fornication by the wife, Matthew 19:9.—“And I
say unto you, Whosoever shall put away his wife, ex-
cept it be for fornication, and shall marry another,
committeth adultery: and whoso marrieth her which
it put away doth commit adultery.” The same state-
ment is attributed to Jesus in Matthew §:32, but
when Mark (10:11) and Luke (16:18) report this
conversation, they say nothing about the exception
for fornication. The phrase is considered by some
critics to have been an interpolation by an editor.

Ezra, Ezra 9:1—3.—. . . The people of Israel,
and the priests, and the Levites, have not separated
themselves from the people of the lands, doing
according to their abominations, even of the Canaan-
ites, the Hittites, . . . the Egyptians, and the Amo-
rites. For they have taken of their daughters for
themselves, and for their sons: so that the holy seed
have mingled themselves with the people of those
lands: . . . And when I heard this thing, I rent my
garment and my mantle, and plucked off the hair of
my head and of my beard, and sat down astonied.”

Nehemiah, Nehemiah 13:23-25.—In those days
also saw I Jews that had married wives of Ashdod,
of Ammon, and of Moab: And their children spake
half in the speech of Ashdod, and could not speak
in the Jews’ language, but according to the language
of each people.

And
Jacob served seven years for Rachel; and they seemed
unto him but a few days, for the love he had to her.

The full force of this deception is not evident
from the AV, which calls Leah “tender eyed,”
whereas the correct translation pictures a much less
attractive girl. Her eyes were “tender” in the sense
of “weak.” Moffatt has “dull eyes,” and the Book of
Jubilees (see answer to question one of this section)
states, in chapter 28, verse 5: “. . . for Leah’s eyes
were weak, but her form was very handsome; but
Rachel had beautiful eyes and a beautiful and very
handsome form.”

Jacob must have been very drunk, not to have
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known the difference, and one wonders where Rachel
was while all this was going on!

Two hundred Philistine prepuces, First Samuel
18:27.— “Wherefore David arose and went, he and
his men, and slew of the Philistines two hundred
men; and David brought their foreskins, and they
gave them in full tale to the king, that he might be
the king’s son in law. And Saul gave him Michal his
daughter to wife.”

Jacob, Genesis 29:20—"And Jacob served seven
years for Rachel; and they seemed unto him but a
few days, for the love he had to her.”

iI2

No one knows, but plenty, for they included
Michal, First Samuel 18:27, Abigail and Ahinoam,
First Samuel 25:42—43, Bathsheba the wife of Uriah,
Second Samuel 11:26-27, and an unknown number
of others, Second Samuel §:13.—“And David took
him more concubines and wives out of Jerusalem,
after he was come from Hebron: and there were yet
sons and daughters born to David.” Presumably these
included the ten concubines mentioned in Second
Samuel 15:16; 16:21—22; and 20:3. And finally there
was Abishag, the beautiful virgin who lay in his
bosom when he was “stricken in years; and they cov-
ered him with clothes, but he gat no heat,” First
Kings 1:1—4. It states that “the king knew her not,”
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but she certainly should be counted among his wives
or concubines.

I3

Seven hundred wives and three hundred concu-
bines, First Kings 11:3.—"“And he had seven hundred
wives, princesses, and three hundred concubines: and
his wives turned away his heart.” Whether or not the
queen of Sheba was one of his wives, perhaps a
temporary one during her visit to him, First Kings
10:1-10, the Bible says nothing, but the Abyssinians
maintain to this day that one of their kings, Ibn al
Hakim, was the son of Solomon and the queen of
Sheba, whose name they give as Makeda.

14

Solomon, if he wrote Proverbs 18:22.—*“Whoso

findeth a wife findeth a good thing, and obtaineth

favour of the Lord.” And he must have obtained
much favour.

I5

Lamech, Genesis 4:19.—"“And Lamech took unto
him two wives: the name of the one was Adah, and
the name of the other was Zillah.”

16

Isaiah 4:1.—"“And in that day seven women shall
take hold of one man, saying, We will eat our own
bread, and wear our own apparel: only let us be called
by thy name, to take away our reproach.”
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17
Esau, Genesis 26:34—35.— “And Esau was forty
years old when he took to wife Judith the daughter
of Beeri the Hittite, and Bashemath the daughter of

Joseph’s name Zaphnathpaaneah; and he gave him to
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wife Asenath the daughter of Potipherah priest of
On.”

Ezekiel, Ezekiel 24:15-18.—Also the word of the
Lord came unto me, saying, Son of man, behold, I
take away from thee the desire of thine eyes with a
stroke: yet neither shalt thou mourn nor weep, nei-
ther shall thy tears run down. . . . So I spake unto
the people in the morning: and at even my wife died;
and I did in the morning as I was commanded.”

Michal, First Samuel 19:13-16.—“And Michal
took an image [margin, “teraphim”], and laid it in
the bed, and put a pillow of goats’ hair for his bol-
ster, and covered it with a cloth. And when Saul sent
messengers to take David, she said, He is sick. And
Saul sent the messengers again to see David, saying,
Bring him up to me in the bed, that I may slay him.
And when the messengers were come in, behold, there
was an image in the bed, with a pillow of goats’ hair
for his bolster.”

Paul, First Timothy s:14 RV.—I desire therefore
that the younger widows marry, bear children, rule
the household, give no occasion to the adversary for
reviling:”

Bilhah, Genesis 30:3-7.—"“And she [Rachel] said,
Behold my maid Bilhah, go in unto her; and she shall
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bear upon my knees, that I may also have children by
her. And she gave him Bilhah her handmaid to wife:
and Jacob went in unto her. And Bilhah conceived,
and bare Jacob a son. . . . And Bilhah Rachel’s maid
conceived again, and bare Jacob a second son.” The
same story is told of Zilpah, the maid of Jacob’s other
wife Leah, Genesis 30:9—13. These four children,
Dan, Naphtali, Gad, and Asher, together with Jacob’s
other children, became heads of the twelve tribes of
Israel.

26

Gideon, Judges 8:30.—“And Gideon had threescore
and ten sons of his body begotten: for he had many
wives.”

27

Abraham and Isaac. This story is told twice of
Abraham (Genesis 12:10-20 and Genesis 20:1-18),
and once of Isaac (Genesis 26:6—16). There are slight
variations in the versions, but the general theme is the
same—by calling his wife his sister the patriarch de-
ceives the king of the country into which he ven-
tures. The king takes the woman into his harem, and
when he discovers she is 2 married woman, apologizes,
protests at the deception, and indemnifies the hus-
band. The patriarch and his wife leave the country
with their possessions greatly increased.

28

Paul, Ephesians j:22—24.—"Wives, submit your-
selves unto your own husbands, as unto the Lord. For
the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS ABOUT MUSIC
T)

At the Last Supper, Mark 14:26—“And when
they had sung an hymn, they went out into the
mount of Olives.” The margin has “psalm” in place
of “hymn.” This was the regular Passover supper
which Jesus was keeping with his disciples. It was the
Jewish custom at the Passover supper to sing ilihe
Great Hallel,” which consisted of Psalms 113 to 118
and 136. The part of this which was sung after the

meal was Psalms 115 to 118, or, according to the
school of Shammai, 114 to 118.

2

Nebuchadnezzar’s, Daniel 3:4—5 RV.—"“Then the
herald cried aloud, To you it is commanded, O peo-
ples, nations, and languages, that at what time ye hear
the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery,
dulcimer, and all kinds of music, ye fall down and
worship the golden image that Nebuchadnezzar the
king hath set up; . . .” In place of “dulcimer” the
RV margin has “bagpipe.” The bagpipe is a very

ancient musical instrument. There is reason to sup-
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pose that it was known to the Egyptians, Chaldeans,
Persians, Greeks, and Syrians. The Romans brought
it to the British Isles.

3

Amos, Amos 6:1—5.— “Woe to them that are at
ease in Zion, . . . that put far away the evil day,
. that chant to the souwnd of the viol, and invent

to themselves instruments of musick, . . .”

4

David’s, First Chronicles 15:16—-18.—“And David
spake to the chief of the Levites to appoint their
brethren to be the singers with instruments of
musick, psalteries, and harps, and cymbals, sounding,
by lifting up the voice with joy. So the Levites ap-
pointed Heman . . . and Jaaziel, and . . . Jaaz-
iel’s instrument was (see verse 20, margin) the psal-
tery, a primitive form of the modern zither.

Probably a musical notation meaning, “Lift up”

(your voices), or “Loud,” like the modern, “Forte.”
It is found 71 times in the Psalms and twice in Ha-

bakkuk 3.
6

Jubal, Genesis 4:21.—“And his brother’s name was
Jubal: he was the father of all such as handle the harp
and organ.” Moffatt has “lyre and pipe.” The He-
brew words, kinnor and ugab, are difficult to trans-
late, as about all we know about them is that the

former was a stringed instrument and the latter a
wind.

7

Proverbs 25:20 RV.—“As one that taketh off a
garment in cold weather, and as vinegar upon soda, so
is he that singeth songs to a heavy heart.” AV has
“vinegar upon nitre.”

8

Ezekiel 33:32.—“And, lo, thou art unto them as a
very lovely song of one that hath a pleasant voice, and
can play well on an instrument: for they hear thy
words, but they do them not.”

9

David, Second Samuel 6:5.—“And David and all
the house of Israel played before the Lord on all man-
ner of instruments made of fir wood, even on harps,
and on psalteries, and on timbrels, and on cornets,
and on cymbals.” Moffatt gives lutes, lyres, drums,
rattles, and cymbals. But the fact that these instru-
ments were said to have been made of wood does not
mean that cornets could not have been included, for
wooden cornets were used in Germany as late as the
eighteenth century and are called for in Bach’s can-
tatas. For more about David’s orchestra, see First
Chronicles, chapters 15 and 25, also the great orches-
tra of 4,000 in 23:5.

Asaph, First Chronicles 15:19.—So the singers,
Heman, Asaph, and Ethan, were appointed to sound
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with cymbals of brass.” The psalms credited to him
are Psalms 50 and 73 to 83.

The flute, Matthew 9:23-24 RV.—“And when
Jesus came into the ruler’s house, and saw the flute-
players, and the crowd making a tumult, he said, Give
place: for the damsel is not dead, but sleepeth. . . .”

Paul, Colossians 3:16.—“Let the word of Christ
dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and ad-
monishing one another in psalms and hymns and spir-

itual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the
Lord.”

Cornets, trumpets, cymbals, psalteries, and harps,
First Chronicles 15:28.—“Thus all Israel brought up
the ark of the covenant of the Lord with shouting,
and with sound of the cornet, and with trumpets, and
with cymbals, making a noise with psalteries and
harps.” Also timbrels, see Second Samuel 6:5. The
timbrel was a hand drum.

Chenaniah, First Chronicles 15:22, 27.—“And
Chenaniah, chief of the Levites, was for song: he in-
structed about the song, because he was skilful.”
. “And David was clothed with a robe of fine linen,
and all the Levites that bare the ark, and the singers,
and Chenaniah the master of the song with the sing-

David’s and Nebuchadnezzar’s both had psalteries,
harps, and cornets, but David’s had cymbals, tim-
brels, and trumpets, which are not mentioned in
Nebuchadnezzar’s. The latter, however, had flutes,
sackbuts, and dulcimers (bagpipes), which David’s
did not have. But Nebuchadnezzar’s is credited with
having had “also all kinds of music.” See Second Sam-
uel 6:5; First Chronicles 15:16—28; and Daniel 3:5.
The word translated “sackbut” is in Hebrew sab-
bekba, probably like the Greek sambuke, a stringed
instrument, perhaps a large harp. It was an easy mis-
take to identify the sabbekha with the sackbut, or
trombone (from the French saquebute, literally pull,
push).

16

First Chronicles 25:7.—“So the number of them,
with their brethren that were instructed in the songs
of the Lord, even all that were cunning, was two
hundred fourscore and eight.”

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS ABOUT BOOKS,
WRITING, AND EDUCATION

1

Jehoiakim, king of Judah, Jeremiah 36:1-32, sum-
marized here in verses 4, 21—23, 27-28, and 30.—
“Then Jeremiah called Baruch the son of Neriah; and
Baruch wrote from the mouth of Jeremiah all the
words of the Lord, which he had spoken unto him,
upon a roll of a book. . . . So the king sent Jehudi
to fetch the roll: . . . And Jehudi read it in the ears
of the king, and in the ears of all the princes which
stood beside the king. Now the king sat in the winter-
house in the ninth month: and there was a fire on the
hearth burning before him. And it came to pass, that
when [as often as] Jehudi had read three or four
leaves, [RV margin “columns”] he [the king] cut it
with the penknife, and cast it into the fire that was
on the hearth, until all the roll was consumed. . . .
Then the word of the Lord came to Jeremiah, after
that the king had burned the roll, . . . saying, Take
thee again another roll, and write in it all the former
words that were in the first roll, which Jehoiakim
the king of Judah hath butned. . . . Therefore thus
saith the Lord of Jehoiakim king of Judah; He shall
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have none to sit upon the throne of David: and his
dead body shall be cast out in the day to the heat, and
in the night to the frost.”

Was this prophecy fulfilled? Second Kings 24:6
states: “So Jehoiakim slept with his fathers: and
Jehoiachin his son reigned in his stead.” But Dr. A. S.
Peake, in his commentary on Jeremiah, says: “. . . the
- prediction was probably fulfilled. Had it not been, it
would have been suppressed . . . and against this
consideration the conventional formula in 2 Kings
xxiv.6 weighs scarcely at all, especially since the fact
of burial and the situation of the grave are so sig-
nificantly omitted.”

2

In Ecbatana, Ezra 6:1—2.—“Then Darius the king
made a decree, and search was made in the house of
the rolls, where the treasures were laid up in Babylon.
And there was found at Achmetha, in the palace that
is in the province of the Medes, a roll, and therein
was a record. . . .” Marginal references give “books”
in place of “rolls,” and “Ecbatana” in place of “Ach-
metha.” Evidently the writer was hazy on his geog-
raphy and thought that Babylon included Media.
Ecbatana was the capital of Media. Probably the house
of the books was one building in the group known
collectively as the palace. And the books were very
likely not “rolls” but clay tablets.

3

First Chronicles 25:8.—“And they cast lots, ward
against ward, as well the small as the great, the teacher
as the scholar.” Casting lots was evidently throwing
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some form of dice, or marked tablets, and was be-
lieved to be governed by the will of the Lord.
Proverbs 16:33 states, “The lot is cast into the lap;
but the whole disposing thereof is of the Lord.” Other
occasions when lots were used are recorded in
Leviticus 16:8, Isaiah 34:17, Jonah 1:7, and even in
Acts 1:26, when lots were cast to determine the suc-
cessor of Judas for the twelfth disciple.

4

Jeremiah 17:1.—"“The sin of Judah is written with
a pen of iron, and with the point of a diamond: . ..”
Probably the idea was not that the iron pen had a dia-
mond point, but that two instruments of writing
were employed. There is however no word “and” in
the Hebrew of this passage after the word “iron.”

5

Jeremiah, Jeremiah j51:59-64 RV.—". .. Now
Seraiah was chief chamberlain. And Jeremiah wrote
in a book all the evil that should come upon Babylon.
. « « And Jeremiah said to Seraiah, When thou com-
est to Babylon, then see that thou read all these words,
. . . And it shall be, when thou hast made an end of
reading this book, that thou shalt bind a stone to it,
and cast it into the midst of the Euphrates: and thou
shalt say, Thus shall Babylon sink, and shall not rise
again . .ol

6

Presumably God, Daniel §:5.—“In the same hour
came forth fingers of a man’s hand, and wrote over
against the candlestick upon the plaister of the wall
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of the king’s palace: and the king saw the part of the
hand that wrote.”

7

Jeremiah 32:9-14.—“And I bought the field of
Hanameel my uncle’s son, that was in Anathoth, and
weighed him the money, even seventeen shekels of
silver. And I subscribed the evidence, and sealed it,
and took witnesses, and weighed him the money in
the balances. So I took the evidence of the purchase,
both that which was sealed according to the law and
custom, and that which was open: And I gave the
evidence of the purchase unto Baruch the son of
Neriah, the son of Maaseiah, in the sight of Hanameel
mine uncle’s son, and in the presence of the witnesses
that subscribed the book of the purchase, before all
the Jews that sat in the court of the prison. And I
charged Baruch before them, saying, Thus saith the
Lord of hosts, the God of Israel; Take these evidences,
this evidence of the purchase, both which is sealed,
and this evidence which is open; and put them in an
earthen vessel, that they may continue many days.”

8

First Kings 10:1—3.—“And when the queen of
Sheba heard of the fame of Solomon concerning the
name of the Lord, she came to prove him with hard
questions. And she came to Jerusalem with a very
great train, . . . and when she was come to Solo-
mon, she communed with him of all that was in her
heart. And Solomon told her all her questions: there
was not anything hid from the king, which he told
her not.”
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9

Second John 1:12.—“Having many things to write
unto you, I would not write with paper and ink: but
I trust to come unto you, and speak face to face, that
our joy may be full.” See also Jeremiah 36:18; Third
John 1:13.

10

Tyrannus, Acts 19:9.—". . . disputing daily in
the school of one Tyrannus.”

11

The Zebulunites are the first ones mentioned in the
Bible, Judges 5:14.—". . . and out of Zebulun they
that handle the pen of the writer.”

12

The sons of the prophets, Second Kings 6:1—2.—
“And the sons of the prophets said unto Elisha, Be-
hold now, the place where we dwell with thee is too
strait for us. Let us go, we pray thee, unto Jordan,
and take thence every man a beam, and let us make
a place there, where we may dwell. And he answered,
Go ye.” There were several bands of these “sons of
the prophets,” one at Bethel (2:3), one at Jericho
(2:5), and one at Gilgal (4:38). They may have been
guilds or brotherhoods, banded together for religious
and economic reasons largely, but it is likely that
there was an educational aspect as well, for 4:38 says:
. . . the sons of the prophets were sitting before
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him: . . .” that is, before Elisha, and that phrase
would indicate a class before a teacher.

The Old Testament was written mostly in Hebrew,
but ten chapters or parts were in Aramaic (Ezra
4:8 to 6:18, and 7:12—26. Daniel, chapters 2 to 7 in-
clusive). The Old Testament and the Apocrypha
were translated into Greek in the third century B.C.
(parts perhaps as late as the first century B.C.) and
that translation is known as the Septuagint or Alex-
andrian version. In the first century B.C. the Old
Testament, most of it, at least, was translated into
Aramaic, known as the Targums. The New Testa-
ment was written in Greek, although scholars believe
that there was probably an Aramaic original source
for some of the gospel material.

Revelation, Revelation 22:18—-19.—“For I testify
unto every man that heareth the words of the
prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto
these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that
are written in this book: And if any man shall take
away from the words of the book of this prophecy,
God shall take away his part out of the book of life,
and out of the holy city, and from the things which
are written in this book.”

10:12—13 and Second Samuel 1:17-27.

There are many “books” mentioned by the writer
of Chronicles, attributed to Samuel the Seer, Nathan
the Prophet, Gad the Seer, Abijah the Shilonite, Iddo
the Seer, Shemaiah the Prophet, Jehu son of Hanini,
besides The Book of the Kings of Israel, The Book of
the Kings of Judah and Israel, and The Book of the
Acts of Uzziah, all mentioned in First Chronicles
29:29, Second Chronicles 9:29; 12:15; 13:22; 20:34;
26:22; and 32:32. These are all, however, references
to parts of books now in the Bible, or to documents
used as sources by Bible writers.

Jude 1:14~15 mentions and quotes from The Book
of Enoch—Enoch 1:9 and §:4—but the Book of
Enoch cannot be reckoned a lost book, as an Ethiopic
version of it was discovered in Abyssinia in 1773. It
had a great influence upon Christian thought, and
many quotations from it and parallels to it have been
identified in the letters of Paul and even in the say-
ings of Jesus.

17

The tribe of Ephraim, Judges 12:5-6.—“And the
Gileadites took the passages of Jordan before the
Ephraimites: and it was so, that when those Ephraim-
ites which were escaped said, Let me go over; that the
men of Gilead said unto him, Art thou an Ephraim-
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ite? If he said, Nay; Then said they unto him, Say
now Shibboleth: and he said Sibboleth: for he could
not frame to pronounce it right. Then they took him,
and slew him at the passages of the Jordan: and there
fell at that time of the Ephraimites forty and two
thousand.”

“Suddenly,” Acts 2:1—4.—“And when the day of
Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one ac-
cord in one place. And suddenly there came a sound
from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, . . . And
they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began
to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them
utterance.” Verses 9 to 11 name the countries, the
languages of which were thus acquired.

The town clerk of Ephesus, Acts 19:35—41.—“And
when the town clerk had appeased the people, he said,
Ye men of Ephesus, . . . ye ought to be quiet, and
to do nothing rashly . . . For we are in danger to be
called in question for this day’s uproar, there being
no cause whereby we may give an account of this
concourse. And when he had thus spoken, he dis-
missed the assembly.” The town clerk, or gramma-
teus, was a very important public official of the towns
and cities of the Greek provinces of the Roman Em-
pire.

Galatians 3:24—25.— “Wherefore the law was our
schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might
be justified by faith. But after that faith is come, we
are no longer under a schoolmaster.”

Paul, Colossians 2:8.—“Beware lest any man spoil
you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the
tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world,
and not after Christ.” Paul was too much of a stu-
dent and philosopher himself to condemn all philoso-
phy, and was warning the Christians of Colossae
against a particular philosophy which was greatly
influencing them, a sort of theosophic belief in inter-
mediate spirits, angelic or demonic, between man and
God. These spirits were in charge of various elements,
such as earth, water, air, etc., and were therefore
called elemental spirits or elementals. The phrase in
verse 8 translated “rudiments of the world” refers to
them. Moffatt recognizes the real meaning of the
verse by translating it as follows,— Beware of any-
one getting hold of you by means of a theosophy
which is specious make-believe, on the lines of human
tradition, corresponding to the Elemental spirits of
the world and not to Christ.”” The principalities and
powers mentioned in verses 10 and 15 were some of
these elemental spirits.

Paul, Second Timothy 4:13.—“The cloke that I

left at Troas with Carpus, when thou comest, bring
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with thee, and the books, but especially the parch-
ments.” These biblia and membranas would be price-
less now, had they been preserved, for our oldest
manuscripts of the New Testament were written
three centuries later, and these books and parchments
of Paul’s were probably early compilations of the acts
and words of Jesus, with perhaps copies of Paul’s
own letters. The membranas, however, may have
been blank parchment sheets prepared for writing.

Daniel 1:19—20—". . . among them all was
found none like Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Aza-
riah: therefore stood they before the king. And in all
matters of wisdom and understanding, that the king
enquired of them, he found them ten times better
than all the magicians and astrologers that were in all
his realm.”

Latin Vulgate version of “If the Lord will” is “Si
Dominus voluerit,” which became shortened in com-
mon usage to “Deo volente.”

At the temptation of Jesus, Matthew 4:5-6.—
“Then the devil taketh him up into the holy city, and
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setteth him on a pinnacle of the temple, And saith
unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself
down: for it is written, He shall give his angels charge
concerning thee: and in their hands they shall bear
thee up, lest at any time thou dash thy foot against a
stone.” The devil was quoting, correctly, from Psalm
91:11—12. Jesus, answering him (verses 7 and 10),
quoted Deuteronomy 6:16; 6:13; and 10:20, but in-
serted the word “only,” (“him only shalt thou
serve”). The honors for accuracy were slightly with
the devil. It is interesting to note that both the devil
and Jesus quoted from the Septuagint (Greek) ver-
sion, which differs slightly from the Hebrew. Or
perhaps it is the writer of Matthew who is responsible
for the quotations, if not for the whole conversation,
for Mark (1:13) has only “tempted of Satan.” But
see also Luke 4:1-13.

The Preacher, Ecclesiastes 1:1; 12:12.—The
words of the Preacher, the son of David, king in
Jerusalem.” (Solomon.) “And further, by these, my
son, be admonished: of making many books there is
no end; and much study is a weariness of the flesh.”
This is usually misquoted, “to the flesh.”

Not according to Luke 11:2—4 nor the Revised
Version of Matthew 6:9—13. It was probably a dox-
ology response used in the early church after the
recitation of the prayer, which crept into the text.

See Isaiah 3:18-23.—“In that day the
Lord will ‘take away the bravery of their tinkling
ornaments about their feet, and their cauls, and their
round tires like the moon, The chains, and the brace-
lets, and the mufflers, . . . The rings, and nose jew-
els, . . . The glasses, and the fine linen, and the
hoods, and the vails.”

Solomon, Song of Solomon 3:9-10 RV.—“King
Solomon made himself a palanquin [margin, “car of
state”] of the wood of Lebanon. He made the pillars
thereof of silver, the bottom thereof of gold, the seat
of it of purple, the midst thereof being paved [mar-
gin, “inlaid”] with love, from the daughters of Jeru-
salem.” Instead of palanquin the AV has ““chariot” and
Moffatt has “sedan.” Just how it could be inlaid with
love is not apparent. Moffatt has “inlaid with ebony,”
but the Hebrew and Greek texts both have plainly
“love.” It does not seem to have occurred to any of
the reverend scholars to make the only translation
consistent with both the Hebrew text and the well
known amorous propensities of King Solomon,
namely, “the seat of it of purple, the midst thereof
being pressed down by the love of the daughters of
Jerusalem.” Sedan petting-parties are evidently not
so “modern” after all.

4:15—-16.— "Then a spirit passed before my face; the

hair of my flesh stood up: It stood still, but I could
not discern the form, thereof: . . .”

Luke 3:23.—And Jesus himself began to
be about thirty years of age, being (as was supposed)
the son of Joseph, which was the son of Heli,” This
contradiction has troubled Christians much, and is
only one of many in these two genealogies.

Second Samuel says “the Lord,” but First Chroni-
cles says “Satan.” Second Samuel 24:1—2.—"And
again the anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel,
and he moved David against them to say, Go, number
Israel and Judah. For the king said to Joab. . . . Go
now . . . and number ye the people.” First Chroni-
cles 21:1—2.—"“And Satan stood up against Israel,
and provoked David to number Israel. And David
said to Joab . . . Go, number Israel . . .”

3

Mark says twice, but Matthew, Luke, and John say
once. Mark 14:72.—*“And the second time the cock
crew. And Peter called to mind the word that Jesus
said unto him, Before the cock crow twice, thou shalt
deny me thrice. And when he thought thereon,
he wept.” Matthew 26:74—75.—". .. And im-
mediately the cock crew. And Peter remembered the
word of Jesus, which said unto him, Before the cock
crow, thou shalt deny me thrice. And he went out,
and wept bitterly.” See also Luke 22:60-61 and John
13:585018:27.

Both David and Elhanan, First Samuel 17:23, so.

*“. . . there came up the champion, the Philistine
of Gath, Goliath by name, out of the armies of the
Philistines, . . .

First
Samuel 31:4—-6.—. . . Therefore Saul took a sword,
and fell upon it . . . So Saul died, . . .” Second
Samuel 1 tells how an Amalekite reported to David
how he had killed Saul at the latter’s request, and
(verse 15) . . . David called one of the young men,
and said, Go near, and fall upon him [the Amalekite]

. .” thus punishing him for having killed “the
Lord’s anointed.” Was this story told in Second
Samuel to remove from Saul the stigma of the self-
destruction reported in First Samuel?

Genesis says yes, but James says no. Genesis 22:1.—
“And it came to pass after these things, that God did
tempt Abraham, . . .” Then follows the story of
how God did it. James 1:13.— Let no man say when
he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot
be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man:”

But Second S7 nuel 21:8 speaks
of “the five sons of Michal the daughter of Saul,
whom she brought up for Adriel the son of Barzillai
the Meholathite:” But the AV admits in the margin
that what the Hebrew really says is:—"bare to
Adriel.” It is evident from First Samuel 18:19, where
it is stated that Merab, another daughter of Saul, was
the wife of Adriel, that “Michal” must have been
written for “Merab” in Second Samuel 21:8 by a
copyist’s mistake.

17
Jehoiachin. Second Kings 24:8.—Jehoiachin was
eighteen years old when he began to reign, and he
reigned in Jerusalem three months . . .” Second
Chronicles 36:9.—Jehoiachin was eight years old
when he began to reign, and he reigned three months
and ten days in Jerusalem: . . .”

18

Solomon was for marriage and Paul was against it.
Proverbs 18:22.—“Whoso findeth a wife findeth a
good thing, and obtaineth favour of the Lord.” As
for Paul, see First Corinthians 7, the whole chapter.
He says in verse 1: “It is good for a2 man not to touch
a woman,” but in verse 2 he admits that men and
women had better marry in order to avoid fornica-
tion. In verse 27 he says: “Art thou bound unto a
wife? Seek not to be loosed. Art thou loosed from a
wife? seek not a wife.” In verses 39 and 40 he says:
“The wife is bound by the law as long as her husband
liveth; but if her husband be dead, she is at liberty
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to be married to whom she will; only in the Lord.
But she is happier if she so abide, after my judgment:
and I think also that I have the spirit of God.” So Paul

was not so enthusiastic about marriage as Solomon
was.

But in reporting the same event Paul
himself (Acts 22:9) said: “And they that were with
me saw indeed the light, and were afraid; but they
heard not the voice of him that spake to me.”

For other great hailstones in the
Bible, see Joshua 10:11; Exodus 9:22—35; and Revela-
tion 11:19. Hail is always viewed in the Bible as a
punishment from God, and is so mentioned over thirty
times. Macalister, in Hastings’ Dictionary of the
Bible, vol. 2, p. 282, lists other hailstones on record as
larger even than the ones of Revelation 16:21.

2

At Belshazzar’s feast, writing on the wall, Daniel
5:5.—In the same hour came forth fingers of a
man’s hand, and wrote over against the candlestick
upon the plaister of the wall of the king’s palace: and
the king saw the part of the hand that wrote.”
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3

Ezekiel 37:15—17.—"The word of the Lord came .
again unto me, saying, Moreover, thou son of man,
take thee one stick, and write upon it, For Judah, and
for the children of Israel his companions: then take
another stick, and write upon it, For Joseph, the stick
of Ephraim, and for all the house of Israel his com-
panions: And join them one to another into one stick;
and they shall become one in thine hand.”

4

Elisha, Second Kings 6: 5—6.— But as one was fell-
ing a beam, the axe head fell into the water: . . .
And the man of God . . . cut down a stick, and cast
it in thither; and the iron did swim.”

For “without descent” the margin has “without
pedigree,” and the RV “without genealogy.”

For other mention of this strange person, see
Genesis 14:18; Psalm 110:4; Hebrews §:6, 10; 6:20;
7:10, 11, I§, 17, 21. It is evident that the author of
Hebrews 1s interested in making out that Melchise-
dec was a prototype of Christ, and that to secure his
end and make the parallel complete, he changed and
expanded the passage in Genesis 14, where it was the
king of Sodom who met Abraham returning from
the slaughter of the kings. Why the author of
Hebrews did not adduce the “bread and wine” of
Genesis 14:18 as a prototype of the Lord’s Supper is
hard to understand, unless the eucharist was of later
origin than the date of the composition of Hebrews.

Needness to say, Melchisedec has been very popular
as a sermon subject, as there is just enough of the
miraculous, the mysterious, and the symbolic to in-
trigue interpreters.

Aphek, First Kings 20:30.— But the rest fled to
Aphek, into the city; and there a wall fell upon

twenty and seven thousand of the men that were

Elisha, Second Kings 6:12.—". . . but Elisha, the
prophet that is in Israel, telleth the king of Israel the
words that thou speakest in thy bedchamber.”

Nebuchadnezzar’s, Daniel 4:33.— “The same hour
was the thing fulfilled upon Nebuchadnezzar: and he
was driven from men, and did eat grass as oxen, and

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mand the serpent, and he shall bite them:” See also
Isaiah 27:1. There was also in Hebrew mythology a
fabled sea-monster called Rahab, mentioned in Psalm
87:4; Psalm 89:10; and Isaiah §1:9, also in the RV of
Job 9:13; Job 26:12; and Isaiah 30:7. The Baby-
lonians believed in a similar sea-monster, Tiamat, sup-
posed to have eleven helpers. Inasmuch as the helpers
of Rahab are mentioned in Job 9:13 RV, it is likely
that Rahab was the Hebrew version of Tiamat.

I said to the angel who talked to me, “Where
are they carrying the barrel?” He replied, “To the
land of Shinar, to build a shed for it; and whenever
the shed is ready, the barrel shall be placed there on

its own base.” ”
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The word which Moffatt translates “barrel” is
really “ephah,” as the AV has it. The ephah was a
common measure among the Hebrews and contained
slightly more than our bushel. Our barrel contains
two and one half bushels, and could hold a small
woman, but by using the word “barrel” Moffatt re-
duces the effect of extreme compression and discom-
fort, which Zechariah evidently intended to convey,
as well as the element of the miraculous.

127 years, Sarah, Genesis 23:1.—"And Sarah was

an hundred and seven and twenty years old: these
were the years of the life of Sarah.”

14

Miriam, Numbers 12:1.—"And WMiriam and
Aaron spake against Moses because of the Ethiopian
woman whom he had married: . . .”

Michal, First Samuel 19:12, 14, 17.—"So Michal
let David down through a window: and he went, and
fled, and escaped. . . . And when Saul sent mes-
sengers to take David, she said, He is sick. . . . And
Saul said unto Michal, Why hast thou deceived me so,
and sent away mine enemy, that he is escaped? . . .”

In Jerusalem, Jeremiah 7:17-18.—Seest thou not
what they do in the cities of Judah and in the streets
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of Jerusalem? The children gather wood, and the
fathers kindle the fire, and the women knead their
dough, to make cakes to the queen of heaven, . . .”
The queen of heaven was Ishtar, a Babylonian god-
dess, and the cakes were shaped like the images of the
goddess or were stamped with her likeness. The
modern parallel would be hot cross buns.

17
The woman of Timnath, Samson’s wife, Judges
14:17.—"And she wept before him the seven days,
while their feast lasted: . . .”

18

Paul, First Corinthians 14:34-35.— Let your
women keep silence in the churches: for it is not per-
mitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded
to be under obedience, as also saith the law. And if
they will learn anything, let them ask their husbands
at home: . . .” This passage is responsible for much
of the difficulty experienced by women preachers
seeking positions, no matter how well qualified they
may be.

19

Thyatira, Revelation 2:18, 20.—"And unto the
angel of the church in Thyatira write; . . . Not-
withstanding I have a few things against thee, be-
cause thou sufferest that woman Jezebel, which
calleth herself a prophetess, to teach and to seduce
my servants to commit fornication, and to eat things
sacrificed to idols.”
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20

Lydia, seller of purple, Acts 16:14-15.—"And a
certain woman named Lydia, a seller of purple, of
the city of Thyatira, which worshipped God, heard
us: whose heart the Lord opened, that she attended
unto the things which were spoken of Paul. And
when she was baptized, and her housechold, she be-
sought us, saying, If ye have judged me to be faith-
ful to the Lord, come into my house, and abide there.
And she constrained us.” This purple was a dye ex-
tracted from a shell-fish.

21

Solomon, if he was the author of Proverbs 21:9
RV.—“TIt is better to dwell in the corner of the
housetop, than with a contentious woman in a wide
house.” AV has “brawling woman.” Proverbs 21:19
has the same idea, but substitutes “wilderness” for
“housetop.” Probably, by the time he had written ten
more proverbs, something had occurred which led
Solomon to desire to be even farther away.

22

Samson, Judges 14:20 (Moffatt’s translation).—
“And Samson’s wife was given to one of his com-
panions, who had been his best man.”” AV has “his
companion, whom he had wused as his friend,” a
phrase which means best man. See John 3:29, where
“the friend of the bridegroom” is very evidently the
best man at the wedding ceremony.
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23
Reuel, the priest of Midian, Exodus 2:16.— Now
the priest of Midian [Reuel, see verse 18] had seven
daughters: and they came and drew water, and filled
the troughs to water their father’s flock.” .

24

Hannah, First Samuel 1:12—-15.—"And it came to
pass, as she continued praying before the Lord, that
Eli marked her mouth. Now Hannah, she spake in
her heart; only her lips moved, but her voice was not
heard: therefore Eli thought she had been drunken.
And Eli said unto her, How long wilt thou be
drunken? put away thy wine from thee. And Han-
nah answered and said, No, my lord, I am a woman
of a sorrowful spirit: I have drunk neither wine nor
strong drink, but have poured out my soul before
the Lord.”

25

David, who, after he had married Michal, Abigail,
and Ahinoam, “took him more wives and concubines
out of Jerusalem,” Second Samuel s5:13. Yet, at the
death of his friend Jonathan, he lamented, Second
Samuel 1:26: “I am distressed for thee, my brother
Jonathan: very pleasant hast thou been unto me: thy
love to me was wonderful, passing the love of
women.”’

26
The third daughter of Job, Job 42:14-15.—“And

he called the name of the first, Jemima; and the name
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of the second, Kezia; and the name of the third,
Keren-happuch. And in all the land were no women
found so fair as the daughters of Job: . . .”” Keren-
happuch is Hebrew for “horn of antimony.” It was
the custom to tinge the eyelashes with a dye made
from antimony, much as mascara is used today.

27
The daughter of Zelophehad, Numbers 27:1.—
“Then came the daughters of Zelophehad, . . . and

these are the names of his daughters; Mahlah, Noah,
and Hoglah, and Milcah, and Tirzah.”

28

Lot’s wife, Genesis 19:26.— But his wife looked
back from behind him, and she became a pillar of
salt.” There is a ridge of rock salt in that region,
which, under erosion, takes on strange shapes, a fact
which easily explains the legend.

29
Rachel, Genesis 31:19, 34—""And Laban went to
shear his sheep: and Rachel had stolen the images that
were her father’s. . . . Now Rachel had taken the
mages, and put them in the camel’s furniture, and
sat upon them. And Laban searched all the tent, but
found them not.”

30

The harlot of Proverbs 7:6—23, especially verse 17.
—*] have perfumed my bed with myrrh, aloes, and
cinnamon.”

Tamar. Judah had three sons, Er, Onan, and She-
lah. Er married Tamar. Upon his death, Judah told
Onan to go in unto Tamar and raise up children for
his deceased brother. Onan mismanaged the affair
and was punished by death. Judah then promised
Shelah to Tamar, but did not keep his promise.
Tamar then disguised herself as a harlot and seduced
Judah. From the union twins were born to her. The
story is told at some length in Genesis 38.

32
The woman of Samaria, John 4:17-18.—“The
woman answered and said, I have no husband. Jesus
said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no hus-
band: For thou hast had five husbands; and he whom
thou now hast is not thy husband: . . .”

33

Abimelech’s, Judges 9:53 RV.—“And a certain
woman cast an upper millstone upon Abimelech’s

head, and brake his skull.”

Jael, on Sisera, Judges 4:21.—“Then Jael Heber’s
wife took a nail of the tent, and took an hammer in
her hand, and went softly unto him, and smote the
nail into his temples, and fastened it into the ground:
for he was fast asleep and weary. So he died.”

Evidently not. He had relations with three Philis-
tine women according to Judges, chapters 14 to 16,
but was married to but one of them, the unnamed
woman of Timnath.

There are
twelve different Josephs mentioned in the Bible, and
three in the Apocrypha.

It can never be known exactly because of the diffi-
culty in identifying them. Probably at least six, be-
sides the two Miriams in the Old Testament (Exodus
15:20; First Chronicles 4:17) where Miriam is a
form of Mary.

The angel of the abyss, who was the king of the

Evidently destruction be-
came personified into the angel of destruction, and
locusts were so destructive that it was natural that
the angel of destruction should be identified as the
king of the locusts.

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS OF INTEREST

I

Jephthah, Judges 11:30-39.—“And Jephthah
vowed a vow unto the Lord, and said, If thou shalt
without fail deliver the children of Ammon into
mine hands, Then it shall be, that whatsoever cometh
forth of the doors of my house to meet me, when I
return in peace from the children of Ammon, shall
surely be the Lord’s, and I will offer it up for a burnt
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offering. So Jephthah passed over unto the children
of Ammon to fight against them; and the Lord de-
livered them into his hands. . . . And Jephthah
came to Mispeh unto his house, and, behold, his
daughter came out to meet him with timbrels and
with dances: and she was his only child; beside her
he had neither son nor daughter. . . . And he sent
her away for two months: and she went with her
companions, and bewailed her virginity upon the
mountains. And it came to pass at the end of two
months, that she returned unto her father, who did
with her according to his vow which he had vowed:
and she knew no man.”

2

The “leprous” houses, Leviticus 14:49—54.—“And
he [the priest] shall take to cleanse the house two
birds, and cedar wood, and scarlet, and hyssop: And
he shall kill one of the birds in an earthen vessel over
running water: And he shall take the cedar wood,
and the hyssop, and the scarlet, and the living bird,
and dip them in the blood of the slain bird, and in the
running water, and sprinkle the house seven times:
. . . But he shall let go the living bird out of the city
into the open fields, and make an atonement for the
house: and it shall be clean. This is the law for all
manner of plague of leprosy, . . .”

3
The king of Babylon, Ezekiel 21:21.—"For the
king of Babylon stood at the parting of the way, at
the head of the two ways, to use divination: he made
his arrows bright, he consulted with images, he
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looked in the liver.” Moffatt translates: “For the king
of Babylon is standing at the cross-roads, where the
two paths fork, to practise divination; he is shaking
the two arrows, consulting the oracle, and inspecting
a beast’s liver.” In the beliefs of many races, cross-
roads are especially sacred places, and the examina-
tion of entrails and organs of animals was devoutly
relied on in ancient fortune-telling.

4

Joseph, Genesis 44:1—5.—“And he commanded the
steward of his house, saying, Fill the men’s sacks with
food, as much as they can carry, and put every man’s
money in his sack’s mouth. And put my cup, the sil-
ver cup, in the sack’s mouth of the youngest, and his
corn money. And he did according to the word that
Joseph had spoken. And as soon as the morning was
light, the men were sent away, they and their asses.
And when they were gone out of the city, and not
yet far off, Joseph said unto his steward, Up, follow
after the men; and when thou dost overtake them,
say unto them, Wherefore have ye rewarded evil for
good? Is not this it in which my lord drinketh, and
whereby indeed he divineth? ye have done evil in so
doing.”

5

Exodus 22:18.—“Thou shalt not suffer a witch to
live.”

6

Micah, Micah §:12.—"And I will cut off witch-
crafts out of thine hand; and thou shalt have no
more soothsayers:”
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7

Elijah, First Kings 18:42—45.—. . . And Elijah
went up to the top of Carmel; and he cast himself
down upon the earth, and put his face between his
knees, And said to his servant, Go up now, look
toward the sea. And he went up, and looked, and
said, There is nothing. And he said, Go again seven
times, And it came to pass at the seventh time, that
he said, Behold, there ariseth a little cloud out of the
sea, like a man’s hand. And he said, Go up, say unto
Ahab, Prepare thy chariot, and get thee down, that
the rain stop thee not. And it came to pass in the
mean while, that the heaven was black with clouds
and wind, and there was a great rain. . . .”

8

Elijah, First Kings 17:1.—"“And Elijah the Tish-
bite . . . said unto Ahab, As the Lord God of Israel
liveth, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew
nor rain these years, but according to my word.”

The effectiveness of Elijah’s prayers for either rain
or drought is recalled in the New Testament, James
5:16-18: . . . The effectual fervent prayer of a
righteous man availeth much. Elias [RV Elijah] was
a man subject to like passions as we are, and he prayed
earnestly that it might not rain: and it rained not
on the earth by the space of three years and six
months. And he prayed again, and the heaven gave
rain, and the earth brought forth her fruit.”
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9

Ahaz, Second Chronicles 28:3.—"“Moreover he
[ Ahaz] burnt incense in the valley of the son of Hin-
nom, and burnt his children in the fire, after the
abominations of the heathen whom the Lord had cast
out before the children of Israel.” Manasseh, Second
Kings 21:6.—"And he [Manasseh] made his son pass
through the fire, . . .” Moffatt translates, “He
burned his son alive, . . .”

10

The story in Genesis 22 of Abraham’s attempted
sacrifice of his son Isaac, especially verse 13.—
“. .. and Abraham went and took the ram, and
offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his

son.
II

Ashtoreth, Milcom, Chemosh, and Molech, First
Kings 11:5, 7—"For Solomon went after Ashto-
reth the goddess of the Zidonians, and after Milcom
the abomination of the Ammonites. . . . Then did
Solomon build an high place for Chemosh, the
abomination of Moab, in the hill that is before Jeru-
salem, and for Molech, the abomination of the chil-
dren of Ammon.” It is considered by most scholars
that Milcom and Molech were two forms of the name
of the same Ammonite god.

I2

At least five centuries, for Moses can hardly be
dated later than the thirteenth century B.c., and
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Hezekiah lived in the late eighth and early seventh
centuries B.c. Of the latter we read in Second Kings
‘18:4.— " He removed the high places, and brake the
images, and cut down the groves, and brake in pieces
the brasen serpent that Moses had made: for unto
those days the children of Israel did burn incense to
it: and he called it Nehushtan.” (Margin, “ie., a
piece of brass.”)

I3
Manasseh, Second Chronicles 33:3.—For he
[Manasseh] built again the high places which Heze-
kiah his father had broken down, and he reared up
altars of Baalim, and made groves, and worshipped
all the host of heaven, and served them.” According
to Deuteronomy 17:2—7 this was a capital offense.

14

The Kings of Judah, Second Kings 23:11.—"And
he [Josiah] took away the horses that the kings of
Judah had given to the sun, at the entering in of the
house of the Lord, by the chamber of Nathan-
melech the chamberlain, which was in the suburbs,
and burned the chariots of the sun with fire.” Mof-
fatt translates: “He removed the figures of horses set
up for the sun. . 2

. I5
Saul’s First Chronicles 10:10.—“And they put his
[Saul’s] armour in the house of their gods, and fas-
tened his head in the temple of Dagon.” See also First
Samuel 31:7-10. Dagon was the Philistine fish-god,
and his image is somewhat described in First Samuel
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s:1—5, which tells how it was mutilated until (verse
4) “only the stump of Dagon was left to him.” The
margin gives as an alternate to “the stump” the
phrase “the fishy part.”

16

Ezekiel, Ezekiel 8:10—-11.—So I went in and saw;
and behold every form of creeping things, and
abominable beasts, and all the idols of the house of
Israel, pourtrayed upon the wall round about. And
there stood before them seventy men of the ancients
of the house of Israel, and in the midst of them stood
Jaazaniah the son of Shaphan, with every man his
censer in his hand; and a thick cloud of incense went

up.
7

Saul drove fortune-tellers out of the land and then
consulted four kinds, dream interpreters, sacred lot
casters, prophets, and a spiritistic medium, First
Samuel 28:3—7.—". .. And Saul had put away
those that had familiar spirits, and the wizards, out
of the land. . . . And when Saul saw the host of the
Philistines, he was afraid, and his heart greatly trem-
bled. And when Saul enquired of the Lord, the Lord
answered him not, neither by dreams, nor by Urim,
nor by prophets. Then said Saul unto his servants,
Seek me a2 woman that hath a familiar spirit, that I
may go to her, and enquire of her . . .”

18

Ezekiel, Ezekiel 8:16.—And he brought me into
the inner court of the Lord’s house, and, behold, at
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the door of the temple of the Lord, between the porch
and the altar, were about five and twenty men, with
their backs toward the temple of the Lord, and their
faces toward the east; and they worshipped the sun
toward the east.”

19

Elijah, First Kings 18:20—40, especially verses 21
and 24.—“And Elijah came unto all the people, and
said, How long halt ye between two opinions? if the
Lord be God, follow him: but if Baal, then follow
him. . . . And call ye on the name of your gods, and
I will call on the name of the Lord: and the God that
answereth by fire, let him be God. And all the people
answered and said, It is well spoken.”

The folklore of threshold superstitions is volumi-
nous. Frazer in his Folk-lore in the Old Testament
gives a whole chapter in volume three to the subject.
The “keepers of the threshold” were guards part at
least of whose duties was to prevent the threshold
from being stepped on, which was considered bad
luck, because the threshold was supposed to be
haunted by spirits. In the Old Testament these
guardians are usually called keepers of the door or
keepers of the gates, but usually the margin gives
“threshold.” See Second Kings 12:9, 22:4, 23:4,
25:18, First Chronicles 9:19, Second Chronicles 34:9,
Esther 2:21, 6:2, Psalm 84:10, Jeremiah 35:4, 52:24.
All these passages refer to keepers of the threshold.
The superstition about touching the threshold is
obvious in two other passages, First Samuel §:5:

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“Therefore neither the priests of Dagon, not any that
come into Dagon’s house, tread on the threshold of
Dagon in Ashdod unto this day.” Zephaniah 1:9: “In
the same day also will I punish all those that leap on
the threshold, . . .”

21

Because they believed that the blood was the life,
and life was sacred: hence the blood must be drained
from the meat and poured out to God on the ground
or on the altar before the flesh was eaten, Deute-
ronomy 12:23, 24, 27.— ‘Only be sure that thou eat
not the blood: for the blood is the life; and thou
mayest not eat the life with the flesh. Thou shalt not
eat it; thou shalt pour it upon the earth as water.

. and the blood of thy sacrifices shall be poured
out upon the altar of the Lord thy God, and thou
shalt eat the flesh.” This reverence for blood is found
in many religions, sometimes shown by devoting the
blood to God, as above, and sometimes by the oppo-
site, the drinking of the blood, literally, or symboli-
cally, as in Christianity.
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the city [Jerusalem], are they not written in the

book of the chronicles of the kings of Judah?”

4

Nimrod, Genesis 10:9-12 RV.—“He was a
mighty hunter before Jehovah: wherefore it is said,
Like Nimrod a mighty hunter before Jehovah. And
the beginning of his kingdom was Babel, and Erech,
and Accad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar. Out
of that land he went forth into Assyria, and builded
Nineveh, and Rehoboth-Ir, and Calah, and Resen be-
tween Nineveh and Calah (the same is the great
city).”

9

Babel, Genesis 11:5.—“And the Lord came down
to see the city [Babel] and the tower, which the
children of men builded.”

6

Cain, Enoch, Genesis 4:17.—“And Cain knew his
wife; and she conceived, and bare Enoch: and he
builded a city, and called the name of the city, after
the name of his son, Enoch.” (The old query of the
literalist as to where Cain got his wife has an equally
difficult corollary, Where did he get the men to build
and inhabit the city?)

Rabbah, Ezekiel 25:5.—“And I will make Rabbah
a stable for camels, and the Ammonites a couching
place for flocks: . . .”
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8

Antioch in Pisidia, Acts 13:14, 50, 51.— But when
they [Paul and his company] departed from Perga,
they came to Antioch in Pisidia, and went into the
synagogue on the sabbath day, and sat down. . . .
But the Jews stirred up the devout and honorable
women, and the chief men of the city, and raised per-
secution against Pau! and Barnabas, and expelled them
out of their coasts. But they shook off the dust of
their feet against them, and came into Iconium.”
See also Matthew 10:14, Luke 9:5, 10:11, and Acts
29155

John, Revelation 21:2.—“And I John saw the holy
city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of
heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.”

Damascus, Second Corinthians 11:32—-33.—In
Damascus the governor under Aretas the king kept
the city of the Damascenes with a garrison, desirous
to apprehend me: And through a window in a basket
was I let down by the wall, and escaped his hands.”

Luz, Judges 1:23.—“And the house of Joseph sent
to descry Bethel. (Now the name of the city before
was Luz.)”

Jehovah, Zechariah 1:17 RV.—“Cry yet again,
saying, Thus saith Jehovah of hosts: My cities shall
yet overflow with prosperity; and Jehovah shall yet
comfort Zion, and shall yet choose Jerusalem.”

13

Jericho, Deuteronomy 34:3.—“And the south, and
the plain of the valley of Jericho, the city of palm
trees, unto Zoar.” See also Second Chronicles 28:15.

14
In Old Testament times, Zion (part of Jerusalem),
Second Samuel 5:7.—"“Nevertheless David took the
stronghold of Zion: the same is the city of David.”
In New Testament times, Bethlehem, Luke 2:4.—
“And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the

city of Nazareth, into Judaea, unto the city of David,
which is called Bethlehem; . . .”

15

Tyre, Ezekiel 27. The entire chapter is a very in-
teresting account of the business and commerce of
this ancient city. Ezekiel 27:13-14—". . . they
traded the persons of men and vessels of brass in thy
market.

Isaiah 47:13—14.— “Thou art wearied in the multi-
tude of thy counsels. Let now the astrologers, the
stargazers, the monthly prognosticators, stand up,
and save thee from these things that shall come upon
thee. Behold, they shall be as stubble; the fire shall
burn them; they shall not deliver themselves from
the power of the flame: . . .” Jeremiah 10:2.—“Thus
said the Lord, Learn not the way of the heathen,
and be not dismayed at the signs of heaven; for the
heathen are dismayed at them.” Daniel 1:19—20.—
“And the king communed with them; and among
them all was found none like Daniel, Hananiah,
Mishael, and Azariah: therefore stood they before
the king. And in all matters of wisdom and under-
standing, that the king enquired of them, he found
them ten times better than all the magicians and as-
trologers that were in all his realm.” See also Daniel
2:1-30, especially verse 9, where the predictions of
astrologers are called “lying and corrupt words.” See
also Deuteronomy 18:9—12 and Second Kings 21:6.

Proverbs 25:1, 13.— “These are also proverbs of
Solomon, which the men of Hezekiah king of Judah
copied out . . . . As the cold of snow in the time of
harvest, so is a faithful messenger to them that send
him: for he refresheth the soul of his masters.”
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3

Isaiah 43:19~20.—"Behold, T will do a new thing;
now it shall spring forth; shall ye not know it? I will
even make a way in the wilderness, and rivers in the
desert. The beast of the field shall honour me, the
dragons and the owls: because I give waters in
the wilderness, and rivers in the desert, to give drink
to my people, my chosen.”

When a sundial moved backward, Second Kings
20:11.—"And Isaiah the prophet cried unto the
Lord: and he brought the shadow ten degrees back-
ward, by which it had gone down in the dial of
Ahaz.” An interesting light is thrown on the
naiveté of those who believed this story when we in-
quire why this cosmic catastrophe was arranged. It
took place, according to the preceding verses, as a
sign to Hezekiah that he would be cured of his boil!

5

Esther 1:1.—". .. this is Ahasuerus which
teigned, from India even unto Ethiopia, . . .” See
also Esther 8:9.

Romans 15:24.— “Whensoever 1 take my journey
into Spain, I will come to you: .. .” See also
Romans 15:28.

6
Sarah, Genesis 17:17; 21:1—2.—“Then Abraham

fell upon his face, and laughed, and said in his heart,
~ « . shall Sarah, that is ninety years old, bear? . .
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And the Lord visited Sarah as he had said, and the
Lord did unto Sarah as he had spoken. . . . For
Sarah conceived, and bare Abraham a son in his old

age, at the set time of which God had spoken to
him.”

7

Genesis 3:13—14.—"And the Lord God said unto
the woman, What is this that thou hast done? And
the woman said, The serpent beguiled me and I did
eat. And the Lord God said unto the serpent, Be-
cause thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all
cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy
belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the
days of thy life;” It is quite likely that in the orig-
inal form of the story of Eve and the serpent the
latter was a spirit, and was thought of as an angel
or demon in human or semi-human form. Traces
of that idea remain in the fact that the serpent shows
great intelligence, and is quite a conversationalist. In
the Book of Enoch, which was recognized as holy
scripture by the early Christians, it is stated that it
was a Satan named Gadreel who “led astray Eve,”
Enoch 69:6. The fact that snakes can raise a large
part of their bodies may have given rise to the idea
that they once walked erect.

8

Leviticus 11:6—"°And the hare, because he
cheweth the cud, but divideth not the hoof; he is
unclean unto you.” Only a superficial observer
would mistake a hare for a cud-chewing animal.
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9

e

Leviticus 11:21-23.—“Yet these may ye eat of
every flying creeping thing that goeth upon all four,
which have legs above their feet, to leap withal upon
the earth; Even these of them ye may eat; the locust
after his kind, and the bald locust after his kind,
and the beetle after his kind, and the grasshopper
after his kind. But all other flying creeping things,
which have four feet, shall be an abomination unto
you.” RV has “cricket” for “beetle.” All of these
insects, have, of course, six legs.

I0

 David, Psalm §8:8.—As a snail which melteth,
let every one of them pass away: . . .” The slimy
track of a snail is not due, as David evidently
thought, to the dissolution of its body.

I

Jonathan, son of Shimeah, Second Samuel 21:20—
21.—"“And there was yet a battle in Gath, where was
a man of great stature, that had on every hand six
fingers, and on every foot six toes, four and twenty
in number; and he also was born to the giant. And
when he defied Israel, Jonathan the son of Shimeah
the brother of David slew him.”

12

Solomon, First Kings 4:29, 33.—“And God gave
Solomon wisdom and wunderstanding exceeding
much, and largeness of heart, even as the sand that
is on the sea shore. . . . And he spake of trees, from
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the cedar tree that is in Lebanon even unto the hys-
sop that springeth out of the wall: he spake also of

beasts, and of fowl, and of creeping things, and of
fishes.”

13
Daniel, Daniel 9:21.—“Yea, whiles I was speaking
in prayer, even the man Gabriel, whom I had seen in
the vision in the beginning, being caused to fly
swiftly, touched me about the time of the evening
oblation.”
14
Amos, Amos 8:9.—“And it shall come to pass in
that day, saith the Lord God, that I will cause the sun
to go down at noon, and I will darken the earth in
the clear day.” It is interesting to note that a com-
plete eclipse of the sun, visible at Jerusalem, occurred
June 15, 763 B.C., which was during Amos’ lifetime.

15
Jesus, Matthew 16:2—3.—“He [Jesus] answered
and said unto them, When it is evening, ye say, It will
be fair weather: for the sky is red. And in the morn-
ing, It will be foul weather today: for the sky is red

and lewring. .. .
16

Arcturus, The Bear, Orion, The Pleiades, Saturn,
The Serpent, The Twins, southern constellations, the
planets, and the signs of the zodiac. Job 9:9.—
“Which maketh Arcturus, Orion, and Pleiades, and
the chambers of the south.” RV has “the Bear” in
place of “Arcturus.” These “chambers of the south”
must refer to southern constellations. Job 38:31—
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32.—“Canst thou bind the sweet influences of
Pleiades, or loose the bands of Orion? Canst thou
bring forth Mazzaroth in his season? or canst thou
guide Arcturus with his sons?” RV has “the cluster
of the Pleiades” and, instead of “Arcturus with his
sons” has “the Bear with her train.” The train is, of
course, the three stars which form the tail of the
Bear, or, as some know it, the handle of the Dipper.
Mazzaroth is evidently the signs of the zodiac. Amos
5:8.—"Seek him that maketh the seven stars and
Orion, . . .”> RV has “the Pleiades” for “the seven
stars.” Amos §:26.—But ye have borne the taber-
nacle of your Moloch and Chiun your images, the
star of your god, which ye made to yourselves.”
Several scholars have identified Chiun with Saturn,
which was the star god of the Assyrians. Job 26:13.—
“By his spirit he hath garnished the heavens; his hand
hath formed the crooked serpent.” This serpent has
been identified by some scholars as the constellation
between the Great Bear and the Little Bear, known
as the Dragon, but the reference may be to the sea-
serpent of Isaiah 27:1. ‘Acts 28:11.—"And after
three months we departed in a ship of Alexandria,
which had wintered in the isle, whose sign was Castor
and Pollux.” Castor and Pollux is the name of a con-
stellation sometimes known as the Gemini, or Twins.
The “Planets” (margin, “twelve signs, or, constel-
lations”) are mentioned in Second Kings 23:5, and
the “constellations” in Isaiah 13:10.

17

Elisha, Second Kings 2:19—22.—“And the men of
the city said unto Elisha, Behold, I pray thee, the
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situation of this city is pleasant, as my lord seeth:
but the water is naught, and the ground barren. And
he said, Bring me a new cruse, and put salt therein.
And they brought it to him. And he went forth unto
the spring of the waters, and cast the salt in there,
. . . So the waters were healed. . . .” Moffatt has
for “the spring of the waters,” “the source of their
water-supply.”

18

The tenth chapter is a primitive attempt at ethno-
logical classification of the nations of the world. It
ends, verse 32: “These are the families of the sons of
Noah, after their generations, in their nations: and
by these were the nations divided in the earth after
the flood.” It begins, verse 1, with the announcement:
“Now these are the generations of the sons of Noah,
Shem, Ham, and Japheth: and unto them were sons
born after the flood.” And when it comes to the sons
of Ham, verse 6, it gives them as, “Cush, and Miz-
raim, and Phut, and Canaan.” Now Cush and Miz-
raim are the Hebrew words for Ethiopia and Egypt.

The practical problem for the one who compiled
this table of the nations was this: If Noah and his
three sons were the only men left alive after the
flood, from which of them did the black races de-
scend? Ham was decided upon, evidently because the
word Ham means swarthy or dark-colored. (Or that
name may have been assigned to him by the compiler
because the Negroes had to be accounted for.) But
the problem still remained as to how a white couple,
Noah and his wife, could have had a Negro son, and
it will always trouble those who regard Genesis as a
historical record.
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19

In the times of Samuel and Elijah, according to
the Bible books of Samuel and Kings. First Samuel
12:18.—"So Samuel called unto the Lord, and the
Lord sent thunder and rain that day: and all the peo-
ple greatly feared the Lord and Samuel.” First
Samuel 18:42—45.—. . . And Elijah went up to the
top of Carmel; and he cast himself down upon the
earth, and put his face between his knees, And said
to his servant, Go up now, look toward the sea. . . .

father, without mother, without descent, having
neither beginning of days, nor end of life; but made
like unto the son of God; abideth a priest con-
tinually.”

The Battle of Kishon, when Barak, at the call of
the prophetess Deborah, led the Israelites against
Sisera, captain of the host of Jabin, king of Canaan.
The battle is described at great length in Judges 4 and
5. 5120 states: “They fought from heaven; the stars
in their courses fought against Sisera.”

The tribe of Benjamin, Judges 20:16.—“Among
all this people [the children of Benjamin] there were
seven hundred chosen men left-handed; every one
could sling stones at an hair breadth, and not miss.”

Isaiah 25:11.—"“And he shall spread forth his hands
in the midst of them, as he that swimmeth spreadeth
forth his hands to swim: . . .” For other mention of
swimming, see Acts 27:42—43 and Ezekiel 32:6,

Psalm 7:11-13.—"“God judgeth the righteous, and
God is angry with the wicked every day.

Similarly, to the Hindus, the rain-
bow was Indra’s battle-bow, hung up after his battle
with the demons. Professor Wellhausen states that the
Arabs think, “Kuzah shoots arrows from his bow,
and then hangs it up in the clouds.”

Benaiah, First Chronicles 11:23—24.—“And he
slew an Egyptian, a man of great stature, five cubits
high; and in the Egyptian’s hand was a spear like 2
weaver’s beam; and he went down to him with a
staff, and plucked the spear out of the Egyptian’s
hand, and slew him with his own spear. These things
did Benaiah the son of Jehoiada, and had the name
among the three mighties.” See also Second Samuel
23:21. A cubit was the distance from elbow to finger
tips, about eighteen inches.

This story bears many marks of its very primitive

heavenly wrestler for what seems to us very unsports-
manlike conduct.

Ezra, Nehemiah 8:4-6.—“And Fzra the scribe
stood upon a pulpit of wood, which they had made
for the purpose; . . . And Ezra opened the book in
the sight of all the people; (for he was above all the
people;) and when he opened it, all the people stood
up: And Ezra blessed the Lord, the great God. And

all the people answered, Amen, Amen, with lifting
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up their hands: and they bowed their heads, and
worshipped the Lord with their faces to the ground.”
Moffatt translates, “a wooden platform.”

2

Zedekiah struck Micaiah, First Kings 22:24.—
“But Zedekiah the son of Chenaanah went near, and
smote Micaiah on the cheek, and said, Which way
went the Spirit of the Lord from me to speak unto
thee?”” These two were rival prophets. Micaiah’s an-
swer (verse 25) was rather apt: “Behold, thou shale
see in that day, when thou shalt go into an inner
chamber to hide thyself.”

3

Ebed-melech, Jeremiah '38:6-13.— “Then took
they Jeremiah, and cast him into the dungeon . .
And in the dungeon there was no water, but mire:
so Jeremiah sunk in the mire. Now when Ebed-
melech the Ethiopian, one of the eunuchs who was in
the king’s house, heard that they had put Jeremiah
in the dungeon . . . [he] said unto Jeremiah, Put
now these old cast clouts and rotten rags under thine
armholes under the cords. And Jeremiah did so. So
they drew up Jeremiah with cords, and took him up
out of the dungeon: . . .”

With bed, table, stool, and candlestick, Second
Kings 4:9-10.—"“And she [the woman of Shunem]
said unto her husband, Behold now, I perceive that
this is an holy man of God, which passeth by us con-
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tinually. Let us make a little chamber, I pray thee,
on the wall; and let us set for him there a bed, and
a table, and a stool, and a candlestick: and it shall be,
when he cometh to us, that he shall turn in thither.”

Micaiah, First Kings 22:8, 26—-28.—“And the king
of Israel said unto Jehoshaphat, There is yet one man,
Micaiah the son of Imlah, by whom we may enquire
of the Lord: but I hate him; for he doth not proph-
esy good concerning me, but evil. . . . And the
king of Israel said, Take Micaiah, and carry him back
unto Amon the governor of the city, and to Joash
the king’s son; and say, Thus saith the king, Put this
fellow in the prison, and feed him with bread of
affliction and water of affliction, until I come in
peace.” Micaiah made another of his ready retorts,
saying, verse 28: *. . . If thou return at all in peace,
the Lord hath not spoken by me. . . .”

Ezekiel, Ezekiel 24:1~14, especially verses 3—6.—
“And utter a parable to the rebellious house, and say
unto them, Thus saith the Lord God; Set on a pot, set
it on, and also pour water into it: Gather the pieces
thereof into it, even every good piece, the thigh, and

the shoulder; fill it with the choice bones. Take the

Five, Matthew 19:17-19.—. .. if thou wilt
enter into life, keep the commandments. He [the
rich young man] saith unto him, Which? Jesus said,
Thou shalt do no murder, Thou shalt not commit
adultery, Thou shalt not steal, Thou shalt not bear
false witness, Honour thy father and thy mother:
and, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.” Note
that the sixth one mentioned is not in the Ten Com-
mandments (Exodus 20 or Deuteronomy ) but is
found in Leviticus 19:18. Both Mark’s and Luke’s
account of this incident vary from Matthew’s and
from each other. In place of Matthew’s sixth one,
Mark 10:19 has a new one not found in the Ten
Commandments, “Defraud not.” Luke has only five,
agreeing with the five common to Matthew and
Mark. See Luke 18:20.

Note also that all three accounts record Jesus as
quoting only commandments having to do with the
relation of man to man.

12

In the days of king Jehoash, Second Kings 12:4—7
(Moffatt’s translation is preferable here) .—Jehoash
had ordered the priests that ‘all sacred monies paid
into the temple of the Eternal, the money each man
was assessed to pay, and the money which he contrib-
uted of his own accord, all must be taken by the
priests, by each priest from his own customers, and
devoted to the repair of any dilapidations to be found
in the temple.” But even when king Jehoash had
reached his twenty-third year, the priests had not
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repaired the dilapidations of the temple. So king
Jehoash summoned Jehoiada and the other priests.
“‘Why have you not repaired the dilapidations of the
temple?’ he asked them. ‘Instead of accepting money
from your customers, hand it over for the repair of
the temple.” ”

Second Kings 10:22.—“And he said unto him that

was over the vestry, Bring forth vestments for all

the worshippers of Baal. And he brought them forth
vestments.”

Jonah, Jonah 3:1—5, 4:1.—"And the word of the
Lord came unto Jonah the second time, saying, Arise,
go unto Nineveh, that great city, and preach unto it
the preaching that I bid thee.
